The Roseland Plan Planning Assessment Group has considered this application against The Roseland Plan and notes that it is not in conformity with policy HO1 which supports conversion of holiday properties into affordable homes.





The Group notes that statements in the application concerning the weight to be given to Roseland Plan housing policies are out of date. The examination of the Local Plan has reached a stage where the Examiner has accepted Cornwall Council's housing strategy. As a result, the Council can demonstrate a 5 year land supply for housing, meaning that Roseland Plan housing policies have now returned to full weight.
