JS reported that David Hubbard is making good progress with Design Guide ‘template’ and will report back at meeting 10th March

JA stressed needed big push up to SG meeting 19th March

JS feels that after these meetings should know where we are going

2. Audit of spreadsheet and comments on presentation

JA advised that after two 2 hour sessions he had completed audit. Calculations were accepted. Only concern with percentages. He will liaise with Terry Hedge to correct. JS wants correct version by 14th March but JA to request by 10th March. After that, CH asked that Terry update PowerPoint as well

JA intends having draft letter about results prepared by 10th March
A discussion followed regarding Question 1 Quality of Life – although had asked for the top 3 it was agreed that all results would be shown

3. Restricting second homes
JS reported that Rob Lacey now appreciates why we are looking at this. CH stressed should approach from the direction of increasing number of full time residents not reducing second homes
JS has asked Julian German to comment as he is involved with the Local Plan – CH feels the MT need to be familiar with this plan and asked JS to establish the current version
4. Q2 and the policies it will create
JS admitted that Question 16 was not well phrased but the response to Question 19 gave a clear answer

Likewise Question 6 was poorly phrased but may not be in NDP remit. JA feels should encourage carbon reduction and renewable energy restrictions

Dan Nicholls has requested urgently Q2 energy facts specifically relating to wind turbines

JA feels MT being pushed to set policies before established objectives/options

JS suggested request advice from SA and RL but CH concerned that if ask others to write policies must be very specific about what we want to achieve also MT need to agree on terminology
Much discussion ensued on this topic, but CH stressed should not just focus on quantitative data but must take note of qualitative data

CH – a) Queried why Question 29 result omitted from document prepared for parishes – JA accepted omission and will correct

JS – queried 2nd LLCA work shop – JA not yet had responses from all concerned and has chased

GW – asked for clarification on both design guide and Alison Golding’s paper. JS explained about open/closed MT meetings and how now all minuted and position on both these issues

3. Q2 results

JA explained to GW the audit and changes to some figures. Also removal of comments from PowerPoint to keep quantitative and qualitative separate
Now need to finalise analysis of comments prior to SG meeting 19th March (SW to email final lists to MT and GW) 

Audit of input to be completed – JA to email final spreadsheet to SW who will liaise with Emma Ball

JA has prepared hand out for parish council meetings showing results as numbers and percentages – will email copy to GW

JS confirmed maps will be available this week and will take to GW
4. Project Plan update and ‘Keeping it together’

JA presented a 2 page document which (he hopes) records the various tasks/activities taking place in a clear, understandable manner – both to assist the MT and inform the SG

There was general approval with 1 or 2 suggestions for slight changes – JA agreed to modify/tweak document and then present to SG

JA reported all in order for 8th March. Just needed to finalise 2nd session

CH – Sustainability Appraisal – CH reported on meeting he and JS had with Daniel Black who is an expert in this field. There followed a discussion of this, the Sustainability Checklist provided by Sarah Arden and the conflicting views/opinions provided by various parties. GW was able to provide some explanation/clarification and agreed to provide a ‘screening’ crib sheet
CH expressed concern over the different terms being used with regard to the plan and felt there should be ‘continuity of language’ to avoid confusion
