Minutes of Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

Portscatho Memorial Hall 10am on 7th April 2014

Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Colin Hastings, David Hubbard, Mark Datson (MD), Philip Martin (PM) and Sue Wagstaff

1. Roseland Magazine
JA offered his draft for May edition which was approved

2. Design Guide
JS welcomed the guests – MD and PM - and explained the purpose – to seek their opinions and input. MD came with his copy of the Carrick Design Guide but in discussion it became apparent that neither this guide nor any preceding guides have ever been adopted. By way of introduction to the task JA gave a resume of the quantitative and qualitative results of Q2
Format was discussed and all agreed that 2 documents would be preferable – a smaller more readable version for the public and a longer more detailed document for professionals. Both to be also available on the web and both to include photos or diagrams of good and bad examples – JA requested input on examples from MD and PM.

Discussion covered materials, windows, rooves and visibility.

DHu handed MD and PM copies of his second draft of a design guide and they agreed to review the contents and report back at the next meeting on Tuesday 15th April

At 11.30am MD., PM and DHu left the meeting

3. Minutes
The minutes of meetings held on 31st March and 3rd April were considered. CH requested slight amendments to both which were accepted, and then both were approved and signed
4. Matters arising

5. Letter re: Clover Hill
DHu had sent to the MT a copy of a letter sent on behalf of the St Mawes and St Just Society to CAD Architects. All expressed concern that reference was made in the letter to a Roseland Design Guide when such a document had not yet been agreed and did not exist. JS agreed to speak to both DHu and Steve Hooper of CAD to explain the situation

6. Barns

Sarah Arden had emailed her response to the MT enquiry regarding 2 recent planning applications for large barns. The MT accepted that where the livelihood of the farm and restricted options on location were considered there was no argument but all expressed the need to explore the possibility of influencing the construction, screening and problem of light pollution. JA offered to contact some companies who deal in agricultural barns to obtain more information on what is available.
Discussion on the planning applications highlighted the occasional lack of consultation with neighbours and other interested parties and it was agreed the need for this should be incorporated in the Plan with perhaps a referendum on larger developments
7. Affordable Housing
JA had produced a draft strategy document as aware need to push forward to produce briefing documents for presentation to and approval of SG. JS and CH agreed that JA should widen the document to include open market housing ready for the next SG meeting
JS had received details of the Home Choice Register from Nick Marsden (NM) and produced a simple table showing details for each parish. However all agreed this highlighted too many queries and JS offered to meet NM again to seek clarification. He will also arrange to meet Alan Fox of Cornwall Community Land Trust and Julian German as trustee of Roseland associations providing housing
8. SG meeting 16th April
It was agreed that all relevant documents should be emailed to SG members as soon as possible and on the day JA would use an OHP. Documents to include briefing paper on housing, Process for defining Policies diagram and Community input to Policy Options diagrams. 
CH will report on progress with the Design Guide

JS suggested needed to mention alteration to Terms of Reference to enable future projects to be incorporated and it was agreed this should come towards the end of the meeting

9. Drafting the Plan

JA reported that he had been considering the format (portrait or landscape) and explained the benefits of each, and also the font as this could impact on printing costs

CH is to produce a template for the Design Guide 

It was agreed that the MT would meet prior to the Evaluation meeting on 28th April to ‘whittle’ the policy list

10.  Stakeholders
JA asked that JS produce a written statement for the records of the process, outcome and action taken

JS reported that he had a meeting with Veryan School who were supportive but do not want to be seen as being involved with the NDP and hence will not assist in distribution of leaflets

CH reported meeting a neighbour (Ashley Friedland) who had emailed the NDP regarding a possible Digital Hub on the Roseland but had not had a response. He will be resident at Rosevine over Easter and CH feels should be acknowledged

11. AOB

JA feels should send out a public letter soon explaining the visions and objectives – it was agreed to wait until after SG agreement obtained
CH reported that after he posted on Facebook details of Q2 results there had been 235 ‘hits’, a massive increase on the usual 60 odd

CH asked when the LLCA events were to be held and JS explained that Kath Statham and June Crossland were designing the consultation project and it was unlikely to be before the end of May

CH enquired about the distribution of the latest letters. JS reported that all were with distributors. To highlight the need to complete the distribution it was agreed that JA would in his email to the SG ask that they provide an update on progress and provide a list of all distributors (for the process records)
