Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Veryan Sports and Social Club 5pm on 9th June 2014

Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Colin Hastings and Sue Wagstaff

1. Version 18 of the draft Plan

JS proposed that Version 18 be used as interim draft/working document. JA agreed that as he has included all relevant and acceptable comments he would prefer to leave as is until in possession of all input following consultations/meetings (Rob Lacey (RL), Dan Nicholls, AONB) to be held before 1st July then produce Version 19. JA explained that he had removed reference to agriculture following advice from Marshall Plummer and RL but all agreed should add back as advisory comment. CH suggested should include ‘statements of intent’ where unable to state as policy.
Agreed unanimously to accept JS proposal.
2. Response to Rob Lacey’s comments

JS has spoken to RL since receiving his emails and RL understands there may be concerns over some of his comments. It was agreed that JS should send email to RL explaining MT’s views then call RL to explain further prior to arranging meeting with RL and MT. JA expressed view that RL seems not to understand what trying to achieve and perhaps need to make clearer so all understand. JA therefore asked JS to rewrite the 2 pages in the Plan regarding housing using his Parish Council and planning ‘head’
3. How we take the draft forward to consultation
JS advised that he had sent Version 17 to June Crossland (JC) and the AONB and was looking forward to getting JC’s feedback/input which she had promised to email prior to the meeting scheduled for Wednesday 11th June with JC and Collette Holden of AONB. 
Planning process – all agreed should include intent/objective that all pre-applications (domestic, commercial and agricultural) should be referred to Parish Councils and possibly also to AONB.
All agreed that despite comments received need to ensure still include policies in the Plan that represent what the community have said
JS has spoken to JW regarding NPIER – she will arrange but version submitted must include an almost complete Evidence Base which shows where evidence is not yet available. CH suggested that instead of putting the MT and JA in particular under more pressure now, NPIER should be used in September to assess Version 19 which will include all input and a complete Evidence Base. On the basis that the direct support from JW will not have expired (JS stated that is ‘flexible’) all agreed to wait till September.
JS also learnt from JW that need to show conformity with NPPG as well as NPPF – JA will incorporate relevant references

Of more concern is the news that the examiner on another neighbourhood plan – Barnham and Eastergate – has indicated that a plan cannot be put forward in more than one name. This will affect other ‘cluster’ plans in Cornwall and JS has referred this to RL who in turn is referring to a higher level for a decision.

SG permission to take Version 19 forward – it was agreed that at the June meeting an update will be given and the process explained – that in early July Version 19 together with a ballot paper will be sent/distributed to each member of the SG

JS to establish with JW who needs to be told when go to consultation

4. Workshop 10th June
JA explained that he will produce copies of the relevant diagrams from the Plan together with a new diagram linking the objectives to the policies. From these he will explain the process to help the SG to understand the intent of each group of policies. JS then to present/explain the policies in their groups. CH offered to produce a condensed list of policies taken from the Plan excluding all preamble. CH will also take flip chart to workshop to record any specific comments made by SG
5. Event on 14th June
Display boards – Helen Couch is delivering some to JS on Thursday but type, size and number unknown.

Display materials – JA suggested poster size versions of diagrams etc. being used for workshop. JS to enquire at Staples for prices for various sizes

Public feedback – JA agreed to produce a form to be handed out for freeform comments but including a question “Would you support a referendum on the Neighbourhood Development Plan?”

CH agreed to phone SG members on Tuesday to establish who will be attending, at what time and for how long to ensure there is sufficient cover
6. AOB

JS reminded the MT that the consultation on Affordable Housing closes on 13th June and he will respond based on what the community has said
All agreed needed another MT meeting prior to SG meeting on 18th June – date to be agreed

Also agreed need for MT meeting after all consultations/meetings completed to agree Version 19 – suggested 23rd June
