1. Minutes of meetings on 8th July, 26th August and 7th September 2016 – All the Minutes were approved and signed by JS. 
2. Matters arising – 
· Meeting 8th July - Action points – JS – All done. Following his conversation with Charlotte Taffinder Val Neal, a Gerrans parish councillor, has attended one PAG meeting and expressed an interest but has constraints on her time at present.  DS – 1. He has spoken to Andrew George and Helen Downing of the Cornwall CLT who have advised that changing the St Just CLT to a community benefit society is very involved and probably not worth the effort required. 2. DS is continuing his research on funding. He has applied to the St Just Community Trust for a grant and Colin Hastings has informed him about Resonance, a finance house based in Cornwall. However, he feels little progress can be made on funding without the focus of a project. JA – 1. He has spoken to Brian Chenoweth but no more PAG assessors are forth coming. 2. The potential visit by planning officers to a PAG meeting was discussed at this week’s MT meeting with Rob Lacey. SW – SW explained that she had emailed Robin Giles but had no response and had ascertained from Julian German that he would be attending the parish council meetings. However, due to the proximity of the September meetings JS had indicated not to contact the clerks but that he and DS would attend the next available meetings and explain about the CLT. A short discussion ensued regarding the form of the presentation, and DS offered to speak to Rob Wing regarding how a presentation can be given to Philleigh.
· Meeting 26th August – SW agreed to check availability of Gerrans Memorial Hall for the proposed meeting on Wednesday 21st September and then check availability of attendees.

· Meeting 7th July – SW agreed to send a copy of the Minutes to Rob Lacey. There followed a discussion about off-site contributions and access to the ‘pot’ held by Cornwall Council. DS offered to speak to Rob Lacey and establish who should be contacted.
3. Roseland CLT – JS reported having spoken to Tim Pratt who is unable to attend the CLT meeting on 12th September but is happy for the MT to set the Agenda. Tim also asked that the date of the next meeting should be at the end of October to enable the AGM to be discussed and the date set. The MT agreed that in the future the CLT control documents should appear as Agenda items i.e. housing needs, finance, site options and assessments. Regarding finance, DS pointed out that the CLT will need to make a decision regarding the grant offer from Locality although the MT feel it should be accepted. JA stressed the need to establish at least one site to take forward before the end of 2016 as otherwise it would leave the Plan open to criticism and the area open to developers. JS stressed the need to reach decisions regarding viability on the 3 sites which had come forward from the call for sites in the Roseland Magazine.
