Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 11.40am on 10th June 2016
Present: John Adams, Sue Wagstaff and David Spreadborough
Jon Smith was unable to attend the meeting but was able to provide his input during a subsequent meeting on 11th June with Sue Wagstaff.

1. Minutes of meetings on 13th and 24th May – Both sets of minutes were approved and signed by JA. 
2. Matters arising – 13th May Action points – JS – 1. Remove. 2. and 3. Done. DS – 1. and 2. Done. 
DS has discovered that St Ives CLT are using a Community Share issue and offered to contact them to discuss – offer accepted by MT. SW – 1. and 2. Done.
24th May Action points – NC – JS agreed that SW should remind NC. SW – Done.

DS referred to the minutes, in particular paragraph 4 under Other Roseland Conservation Areas, and asked for clarification regarding a potential conservation area for Philleigh which was provided by JA and SW.
3. Roseland CLT –
a) Meeting with Nick Marsden – DS met with NM on 7th June and prior to today’s meeting had circulated his notes on what was discussed. The site at Tregenna may hinge on getting planning permission and it was agreed it would be preferable to get Martin Woodley to visit the site and give an opinion. JS is due to phone the owner and will enquire whether he would be agreeable to such a visit. The barn in Ruan Lanihorne parish may not be affordable and all agreed needed clarification regarding off-site contributions as information provided by NM and Rob Lacey appears contradictory – JA offered to follow this up. Following DS’ referral to NM regarding the Home Choice register it was agreed it should be established, through Julian German or Rob Lacey, whether the promised re-evaluation of the numbers has been completed.
b) Agenda items for CLT meeting on 22nd June – JS agreed that when decided he would convey to Tim Pratt. JA suggested the following which were discussed:
i) Officers – All hoped that Robin Giles would continue as Chairman. Gordon Humphreys has indicated he wishes to stand and DS put himself forward as Treasurer which was supported by the MT but will need acceptance by the Trustees. JS has been in conversation with a member of the Roseland community and will now phone them to establish what role they would be prepared to take on the CLT.

ii) Finances – JA suggested that when explaining the funding options, they should be split -       <£300 e.g. for leaflet printing, meeting room costs; <£10,000 e.g. for architects, planning applications; >£10,000 e.g. to build dwelling – all agreed. All agreed that different options for the supply of housing might require different sources of funds and DS offered to use the internet to further explore the various options.
iii) Leaflet – JS expressed the view that it needed to be more ‘punchy’ to gain attention from the community. He suggested stressing the ‘local’ connection and including a photo of known local people involved e.g. Julian German, Robin Giles and Brian Chenoweth. All agreed should include JA’s suggested funding options split. When close to finalising and printing SW offered to contact the RNDP distribution organisers to assess availability for a leaflet drop.
iv) Project reviews – All agreed need updates at the meeting. JS accepted SW offer to contact Julian German regarding the Cornwall Council owned sites and buildings.
4. PAG –
a) Recruitment of assessors – Due to the loss of some members and the imminent holiday period it was agreed that SW would send an email to SG members explaining the situation and asking for volunteers. Also, due to the present lack of assessors from St Just parish and the fact that the majority of applications relate to that parish it was agreed that Brian Chenoweth should be approached regarding recruitment of at least one, hopefully two members. JS offered to phone BC.
b) Planning Committee – JA had provided feedback from his attendance at the meeting on 6th June to the PAG at the meeting earlier today. Both applications in St Mawes were refused with the committee showing support for neighbourhood plans. 
c) Meeting with planning officer(s) – At the PAG meeting earlier today a request for attendance of a planning officer at a PAG meeting was made as had been suggested many months ago. However, as there are now many matters that need discussing with the planning officers JS suggested that first a meeting should be held by the MT with Julian German, Martin Woodley, Nigel Doyle and Rob Lacey. SW was asked to investigate possible dates when all will be available.
JA listed the items so far to be discussed: Review from all sides of how PAG process working so far including reference to Outcome Summary for first 6 months; Clarification of the difference to be made by acceptance of the Council’s 5-year housing land supply; With reference to recent appeal decision reports establish how can define Roseland character/distinctiveness so as to avert another ‘Trecarrell’ – JA offered to contact James Evans of Cornwall AONB for input; Clarification of when/how an off-site contribution can be collected – JA to investigate; Discuss the Planning Committee process.
5. Roseland Magazine – It was agreed that with a lack of positive news to communicate no article would be submitted for the July edition.
SW enquired whether JA had received any responses to the June article regarding the CLT – no.
6. AOB – JA asked the MT to approve payment of the hall costs for the next meeting of the St Just CLT on 22nd June in Gerrans (£6) – approved unanimously.
