3. Procedure for producing the consultation draft

JA reported that he still has to record what action taken on the various comments and feedback on the draft. However this does not have to be completed prior to consultation and will be done within the next 2 weeks together with a diagram of flow and inputs

4. “Things that need finalising” per JA

JS advised that JC had emailed him details of the AONB policies to be included and also some of the LLCA report. He agreed to forward to JA for incorporation in draft. CH suggested and it was agreed that the LLCA report should be circulated to the volunteers 

CR 2 - After a discussion on wind turbines it was agreed that the MT recognised their responsibilities under NPPF but would maintain the existing 11.1m height limit. Also agreed that JA to review the policy on solar panels in light of Celia Robbins (CR) feedback and incorporate CR’s other comments
JA expressed slight concern that some policies are too prescriptive but Rob Lacey (RL) had not commented on this and CH proposed, and all agreed, to leave policies unaltered

It was agreed to include Bohortha, Rosevine, Bessie Beneath, Treviskey and Reskivers in the list of settlements

JA explained that the sustainability table already in the plan would remain but that he had asked CH to produce an Appendix based on Hilary Gooch’s feedback. CH then explained the tables he had prepared and the MT discussed various unclear issues and CH recorded the decisions to enable him to complete the task
A Development Tool Kit had been received from KS and JA enquired how this should be used. On the advice of RL they already have a Roseland Development Checklist which applies to all developments. JS proposed and it was agreed that the Development Tool Kit would be used where an application exceeds permitted development rights increasing mass and/or scale

JA listed the outstanding matters that needed completing prior to examination:

a) Settlement boundaries – suggested Geoff Pring and Graham Webb be approached to complete task – all agreed
b) Affordable housing

c) LLCA and JA suggested need a guide to using/applying to siting of developments 

d) With reference to Dorset AONB guidelines on wind turbines and particularly their excellent diagrams showing both suitable and unsuitable sites JA feels would be an advantage to have something similar applying to siting of any development. He feels Geoff Pring, JC and KAS could produce – all agreed 

Letters – JA has produced letters for public distribution, for stakeholders and for statutory consultees – all approved. To be sent to print immediately and batches handed out to head distributors at SG meeting next week. Letters to stakeholders will be posted but emailed to statutory consultees
