Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 11.50am on 16th October 2015

Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Sue Wagstaff and Geoff Pring
1. Training session 9th November – GP joined the MT to assist with planning the training session for parish councillors. JS explained that it would be mainly St Just councillors plus Jim Hetherington as no other parishes had shown an interest. It was agreed that the attendees should receive the updated (by JA) PAG pack prior to the session and details of a real planning application (preferably not from St Just parish so will be new). At the session: JS will welcome them and explain the background; JA will explain the PAG pack and the flow diagram; possibly then have a tea break; JA to lead them through the assessment form when considering the application. All agreed that any points/questions raised should be collected on a flip chart and responded to together, and also that any relevant maps should be taken to the session to stress the importance of using all available information.
All agreed that prior to the session the MT needs to get a definitive answer from Rob Lacey regarding sustainable development and the AONB (JS to chase up)

GP left the meeting.
2. Minutes - The minutes of the meetings on 2nd and 6th October were approved and signed by JS
3. Matters Arising – Action points from meeting on 2nd October – JS – both outstanding and to be carried forward; JA and SW completed
4. Action list – JS and SW had met on 13/10/15 to try and collect together all outstanding matters from meetings to date which they now shared with JA –
a. SW has produced a contact sheet for the MT which she has sent to Steve Hooper of CAD and JS has sent to Miles Foreman of Cornwall Council

b. SW has spoken to Miller Countrywide estate agents regarding the implications of the Roseland Plan and explained how she intended following up with an email – all approved. JS has agreed to similarly phone Alastair Shaw and H Tiddy and JA agreed to speak to Philip Martin and Lillicrap Chilcott
c. SW has phoned Caroline Coldwell (CC) for an update on the CAMP project – CC has spoken or seen most of the volunteers and it seems all have had a busy summer but CC intends to hold a meeting of the group in the first week of November to get things moving again. CC has been adding details to the various sections – she agrees with Nick Cahill’s suggestions on the whole – but is awaiting assistance on the history of Veryan (JS confirmed Sue Truscott is happy to help) and SW admitted she needed to complete her notes on Veryan. CC is unable to attend the October SG but is happy for an update to be given – JS to include in his Chair’s report

d. After JS has mentioned contributions to Veryan parish council meeting on 19/10/15 and to Rob Wing on the phone he will draft a letter for SW to complete and circulate to all the parishes to confirm the details 
e. JS has spoken to Helen Hastings regarding what is expected of the MT at the forthcoming Friends of Pendower AGM: JA will explain what the Plan says; Rob Lacey will explain where the Plan policies sit in relation to other planning legislation; and JS will talk about the way forward/implementation. JA offered to produce slides and asked JS to forward his rough drafts.
f. JA reminded the MT that the project plan needed updating and presenting to the SG at the November meeting.
5. October SG meeting/Chair’s report – JS suggested that he include all updates under his report and also suggested distributing copies of the Roseland Magazine article for November regarding the ‘call for sites’ at the meeting so the members were forewarned/prepared. All agreed.
6. AOB – It was agreed that the November article for the Roseland magazine could be released to Roseland Online and Facebook as per usual.
JA confirmed that the update of the website was nearly complete but asked whether the letters sent from the PAG should be posted – all agreed ‘yes’ and SW to ensure JA has dated versions.
On the subject of the PAG, JA suggested both he and JS should not need to attend every meeting and suggested they alternate and use the morning instead to catch up on other Plan outstanding matters – all agreed.
