Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 10am on 21st September 2016
Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Sue Wagstaff, David Spreadborough, Caroline Coldwell, Yvonne Fuller, Jenny Wheatley and Lottie Wheatley
1. Character and Distinctiveness project – JS and JA explained the history of this project – the original intention to produce a Roseland Design Guide to accompany the RNDP as the adopted sections of the Carrick Design Guide are considered by many as out of date but all mention of a guide was removed from the Plan on the advice of the examiner; the overriding desire of the community that the landscape should be protected to encourage tourists; the recent problems encountered in planning appeals where inspectors seem unaware of the distinctiveness of the Roseland; RNDP policies state that it should be demonstrated how a proposal grows out of the defining characteristics of the area but there is no guidance available; YF’s document produced in reaction to the appeal decision on Trecarrell and circulated to senior planners at Cornwall Council; the recent meeting of the MT with Rob Lacey of Cornwall Council confirmed that he approved of a mainly pictorial concise document detailing the different character areas of the Roseland which if put through consultation with the parish councils and the community could be adopted by Cornwall Council as an SPD to the Local Plan which would have weight (increasing during the consultation period) and would provide guidance to planning officers and applicants.
A discussion ensued with many relevant points made – buildings should be subservient and complimentary to the landscape; use materials that come from the land; keep a sense of place; look at the context; need to look to the future but be sympathetic to the existing; lucky to have such a variety of buildings on the Roseland; should not be too prescriptive but give reference to what is already here.
Everyone agreed that whoever is to draft the document should have a meeting with Rob Lacey and possibly Nick Cahill – JS to arrange.
At 11.10am Caroline, Yvonne, Jenny and Lottie left the meeting.

Continuing the discussion regarding this project the MT agreed that it was apparent from the earlier discussion that there are many differing views within the community, all valid in their way. JS suggested, and all agreed, that he should speak to Graham Webb who had prepared area profiles for the RNDP to ascertain if he would be prepared to compile the document.

2. Minutes of meetings on 9th September 2016 – The Minutes were approved and signed by JS. 
3. Matters arising – Action Points – DS – 1. DS has spoken to Rob Wing who has indicated that as there is no present need for affordable housing in Philleigh he does not feel a presentation is necessary. 2. DS spoke to Rob Lacey who directed him to speak to either Nick Marsden or Sarah Roberts of the Affordable Housing Team but despite leaving messages for Sarah DS is still awaiting a response. He will chase this up. SW – 1. And 2. Completed. 3. An email was sent to Julian German regarding Council owned barns and progress has been made (see under Roseland CLT item below)
4. Roseland CLT – JA reported having spoken to Adam Birchall of Cornwall Council and having arranged a meeting for October 12th (JS and DS also to attend) where all potential Council owned sites can be discussed and a decision reached over which ones to take forward initially, although the others will follow when circumstances are right. It was agreed that different sites will probably use different methods to provide affordable housing. It was also agreed that a point of contact within the CLT would need to be provided for each site, whether the CLT were directly involved or another body was responsible for the development. JS offered to be the point of contact in Veryan.
JA also reported that the Addington Trust have had 2 visits to the council owned redundant barns under consideration and are keen to take the scheme forward to provide 2 affordable units for sale and 2 units for rent at the higher end of affordable. However, the Trust wish to be assured that the community are behind the scheme so JS agreed to liaise with Julian German and then explain the proposition to the parish council.

JS reported that he had spoken to Veryan parish council at their meeting earlier this week and the council were unanimously behind development of the Council owned site at Churchtown Farm for affordable housing.

DS reported a telephone conversation with Locality regarding the grant application but a mentor has not yet been allocated to the CLT.

DS reported that Julian German has offered £200 from his community chest and it was agreed that DS would complete the application form with assistance from JS if necessary.

DS is attending the AGM of the Cornwall Rural Housing Association later today where he hopes to continue his discussion with the Chief Executive Peter Moore regarding the provision of affordable housing.
JS confirmed that he and DS would be attending the next parish council meetings in each Roseland parish to provide an update on the RNDP and an explanation of the work of the CLT.

JA suggested, and all agreed, that the CLT should have a dedicated website. JA offered his services to set this up if/when agreed by the CLT.

5. CAMPs – Caroline Coldwell confirmed earlier in the meeting that from next week she will be able to allocate more time to this project.
6. PAG – JA advised the MT that he had agreed to attend the planning committee meeting next Monday 26th September at the request of Julian German to speak on behalf of the RNDP regarding the planning application for Ansells in Rosevine. On this case Martin Woodley is mindful to approve although the PAG, parish council and Julian German(JG) have raised objections/concerns. JS suggested the previously proposed meeting with Martin Woodley and Nigel Doyle should be arranged fairly soon. All agreed and JS offered to discuss with JG and then arrange the meeting.
7. Wild Roseland – JS reported that he had received an email from David Hall asking the MT to agree payments but it was pointed out that the WRG already have authority to agree payments from their funds. JS to advise David Hall accordingly. All agreed that the Group should soon separate completely from the Roseland Plan and have their own website.
