He has not spoken to Dan Nicholls. It was agreed that JA would draft response from RNDP for approval and submission by JS to Cornwall Council

3. Review of SG meeting

All agreed it had been a good meeting with all attendees participating. In view of the lively discussion on the ‘Implementation’ Team it was agreed that the name was misleading and the minutes of the initial meeting should be published as an open MT meeting with guests from each parish. Also the purpose and activities sheet needed improvement – JA to deal.

Assessment of planning applications –
Following on from SG meeting – it was agreed JS should ask Julian German to chair parish cluster sessions but MT will provide training material. Also agreed should include all SG members and any other interested parties. JS has spoken to Geoff Pring who has offered to assist and will be meeting him after this meeting to discuss – agreed should ask if he is prepared to lead project and to discuss system needed. Possible other members of checking team were discussed. Initial thoughts are: Geoff and ‘team’ of volunteers to assess all applications against the Plan and report back to MT who then pass to Julian German and parish councils for final decision. Also, the overall system and performance of the Plan will need to be assessed by MT, Julian German and existing group of representatives from each parish.
Agreed needed to start ‘trial’, check this proposal with Julian German and seek approval of SG at their next meeting.
