Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 11.30am on 26th February 2016

1. Minutes of meetings on 12th, 15th, 17th and 24th February - approved and signed by JS
2. Matters arising – Action Points from previous meeting reviewed – JS to carry forward points 1. and 4. but all others completed; JA to carry forward 1. but others completed or no longer applicable.
3. Bowling Green site appeal decision – JS advised that he had spoken to Rob Lacey yesterday who had suggested that the SG should write to the Secretary of State. JS has also spoken to Sarah Newton’s assistant in Westminster who confirmed that SN has already written to the SoS and that he would check with her as to whether a copy of the letter could be released to the MT.
It was agreed that JS will draft a letter to the SoS prior to input from JA and Rob Lacey and it was agreed that a meeting with the SoS or his representative should be requested. It was also agreed that a special SG meeting should be called to update the members on what has been happening. It was agreed that SW will book a venue early in the week beginning 7th March and then draft an email to the SG for approval by the MT and the email to include attachments of the minutes of the meetings with Sarah Newton and Rob Lacey together with links to the appeals for the Bowling Green site and Trecarrell. 
There was then a discussion about assessment of housing need which was a matter raised by the inspector at the appeal. JS confirmed that following his and David Spreadborough’s meeting with Nick Marsden he had now received some figures from NM but regrettably they are not what was requested/required. However, NM has suggested that the SG could carry out a needs survey with the assistance of Cornwall Council but all agreed it would first need to be established that the figures would be accepted by Cornwall Council. JS confirmed that NM had advised that the housekeeping exercise to update the Home Choice register would not be completed for some time and JA suggested that this potential long term problem should be highlighted with Edwina Hannaford. (MT still awaiting confirmation of a meeting with EH)
4. Trecarrell appeal decision – JA confirmed that this had been discussed at the earlier PAG meeting and Alison Golding had offered to draft a response to the points made therein. It was agreed to await this document before drafting a letter to the inspector responsible. This letter will also need input from Rob Lacey.
5. AONB Management Plan - response to consultation – Geoff Pring advised JS that he would have completed his review of the Statement of Significance by the end of February. JA commented that although the Plan mentions the Roseland Plan he felt it should be suggested that all local neighbourhood plans should receive a mention.
6. Cornwall Local Plan – response to proposed changes – JS confirmed that he would be speaking to James Evans to establish the AONB response to the proposed changes.
7. Roseland CLT – JS confirmed that Helen Downing of the Cornwall CLT would be inspecting 2 potential sites next Friday 4th March. Also, JS and David Spreadborough are to meet Frances Firmin of St Goran CLT on 9th March to look in more detail at the process.
8. CAMPs – JS reported that he had spoken to Nick Cahill who is hopeful of completing his comments on the Veryan draft by the end of next week. That being the case, Caroline Coldwell will attend the next MT meeting to discuss progress.
9. PAG – JA reported that the group were responding well to being responsible for assessments.
JA confirmed that SW could continue to populate the Outcome Summary spreadsheet and also asked that the next batch of PAG letters be passed to him in mid-March for posting on the website.

10. Wild Roseland – SW referred to a recent email from David Hall regarding insurance. After discussion it was agreed that SW should email DH suggesting he contact the Cornwall AONB for advise as they regularly work with volunteers.
JS then asked the MT to approve payment of an invoice for £61.74 being payment for the materials to build the owl boxes. Unanimously agreed. 
11.  AOB – SW raised the matter of a recent email from Jim Hetherington regarding planning applications and traffic problems in Portscatho. It was agreed that SW would respond suggesting that Gerrans parish council should request a condition for a Construction Management Plan to apply to relevant planning decisions.
JS asked for the MT’s approval for payment of an invoice from Gerrans Memorial Hall for £12 – approved.
