2. Matters arising

JS - Reported a good conversation with June Crossland (JC) where he learnt that the AONB had responded to the consultation but it appears the email never arrived. He has now received and circulated to the MT a copy and it was agreed that a decision will be made at the meeting on Monday 29th September 2014 as to whether this should be included for consideration.

· JC has confirmed that she and Kath Statham will produce a link between the results of the LLCA and Q2

· JC also confirmed she will review the completed spreadsheet of comments and responses/actions

· Has discussed with JC definition of ‘major development’ and feels need to also involve Jo Widdecombe and the AONB

· Collette Holden of the AONB is also prepared to review the spreadsheet
· Had a telephone conversation with Locality which was full of praise for the Plan. They explained they had spoken to Sarah Arden (SA) and were in contact with Natural England regarding the issue of an SEA which could affect all neighbourhood plans. They had also explained timescales moving the Plan forward – if goes to Cornwall Council (CC) in November, unlikely to start examination until New Year for which allow 1 month. Their view is that the referendum would not coincide with the general election in May, so would be in June, say. However JA advised that SA had a while ago indicated that if the preferred date was in May, CC would support this, so it was agreed that JS should accept the offer of a May referendum to ensure the process keeps moving forward.
· Has lodged the final report with Community Development Foundation to enable drawdown of £700 which apparently takes approximately 3 weeks. It was agreed that the pro forma invoices for future printing would need reviewing to accommodate a larger consultation results document.
· He will try again to speak with Julian German regarding conveying the consultation result to the parish councils
