1. Wild Roseland project – DH distributed a sheet detailing the current position with the project. JS supported DH’s intention to attend parish council meetings and urged him to speak at the start of their meetings as then it will be minuted. As regards finance, JS confirmed that he is due to meet the St Mawes and St Just Society next week to discuss finance so will also raise the issue of Wild Roseland. They will keep the monies separate. Wild Roseland to agree payments at their meetings and then pass to JS with receipts who will liaise with Brian Willis and produce a separate Finance Report for the SG meetings. JS also offered to assist DH when completing grant application forms. JS suggested DH contact the AONB regarding resources and grants for the wild flower project as they had an inspirational speaker on this subject at their last AGM. DH is identifying possible sites with the help of Natasha Collings Costello but the MT suggested he should concentrate on 2 highly visible sites to start with which might attract sponsorship from local businesses. The nature walks were discussed and it was agreed that they could be a source of income. JA explained that they could be printed quite cheaply but the group must first decide the preferred format so each contributor is aware of the parameters. DH reported a very useful meeting with Cornwall Wildlife Trust together with Graham Webb and Nick Coppin and circulated a copy of an email from GW giving a brief resume of what was agreed.

3. Matters arising – Action points from last meeting – JS - 1. Met during visit to St Just self-build site and learnt there are major problems associated with developing remaining plots. 2. To meet Nick Marsden in 2 weeks’ time. 3. To be carried forward. JA – 1. Carry forward but all others completed. SW – 1. Agreed to leave at present but others all completed.
4. PAG – JA and SW reported a good meeting earlier in the morning.
5. Appeals – no decisions yet.
6. CAMPs – Caroline Coldwell is to attend an MT meeting in February to discuss progress and SW is awaiting her advices as to when is convenient.
7. Roseland CLT – JS reported a successful visit to the St Just self-build site with Cornwall CLT. David Spreadborough has been attending the National Conference for CLTs in London this week. JS and DS are to meet Nick Marsden who is keen to discuss the ‘true’ housing need figures. There followed a general discussion regarding potential sites.
8.  Cornwall Local Plan – following the recent notification to JS of the consultation on the proposed changes to the Local Plan it was agreed each member of the MT would review before the next MT meeting where a response would be formulated. JA confirmed that during the PAG meeting Alison Golding had offered to also add her comments. 
9. Finance – JS reported that he has a meeting with Brian Willis and the treasurer of the St Mawes and St Just Society next Tuesday to discuss the RNDP finances. 
10.  Steering Group – nothing needing discussion.
11.  Communication – the article for the March edition of the Roseland Magazine was discussed and it was agreed that SW would contact David Hall and request 200 words giving an update on the Wild Roseland project and that JA would add a paragraph regarding the CLT.
