Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

1. Roseland CLT – JS confirmed that he had spoken to Brian Chenoweth who was keen to be involved but was unavailable for the meeting on 12th May. JS has also spoken to Jonathan Adlington who will attend on the 12th May. 

JA asked how best to communicate the need for fundraising. JS suggested use the usual media channels but also suggested he and possibly Julian German should attend and speak at council meetings in each parish after which, with the parish’s support, public meetings should be held in each parish to explain what the CLT are doing and what assistance is required. It was agreed that DS and JA would design and produce a leaflet for distribution and is was also suggested that the SG should be asked to agree funding for the printing.  
It was agreed to use the article for the June Roseland Magazine to advertise the work of the CLT.

DS agreed to investigate funding options and produce a list and also investigate the regulations relating to Community Share issues. All agreed that interest free loans over varying numbers of years should be simpler to administer. DS also agreed to look into whether the CLT could register as a charity and hence claim gift aid.
DS left the meeting.
2. Minutes of meeting on 15th April – The minutes were approved and signed by JS. 
3. Matters arising – Action points – 
JS points to be carried forward.  
JA – 1. JA has produced a paper detailing Rob Lacey’s responses to various queries and this was circulated to the PAG members earlier this morning.
2. JA is meeting Richard Cochrane next week to explain what is required and assess what can be achieved.

4. Appeals – As a result of the Inspector’s comments following the Trecarrell appeal some recent applications are being referred to the planning committee at the request of St Just parish council and Julian German. JS confirmed that Brian Chenoweth would appreciate JA attending to put across the RNDP perspective and JA confirmed that he would attend. JA reported a discussion during the PAG meeting when JG agreed that the problem is that there are no statements in the public domain to effectively counter the inspector’s comments. JA also reported Alison Golding’s suggestion that a complaint of maladministration should be lodged regarding various recent cases and that she was working on this. JS suggested that Sarah Newton MP should be made aware of the ongoing problem and offered to write to her.
5. CAMPs – JS explained that Caroline Coldwell was unable to attend today due to time restraints but would attend the next MT meeting on 13th May. All agreed that at that meeting need to establish what CC can achieve using Nick Cahill’s copious notes on the Veryan CAMP draft and the Historic England revised procedures and then arrange a meeting with NC to agree the next stage. JS offered to contact NC to obtain suitable dates/times. All agreed that in the light of the recent appeal decisions and subsequent planning applications it was essential to consider creating new conservation areas for St Just, Philleigh and Ruan Lanihorne and extending the St Mawes CA to assist in conserving the character of the Roseland.
