1. Minutes

2. Matters arising

Meeting 24th March – JS pointed out that it would show sensitivity to Veryan PC and residents if the NDP were not represented at the HUB radio events. CH agreed to research possible use of Facebook to reach a younger audience and JS (as previously agreed) to visit local schools regarding advertising of events. Following addition of Action points to MT minutes it was agreed that these should be reviewed from time to time

Meeting 28th March – JS to pass 2 examples of recently constructed large agricultural buildings to SA for review as agreed  
3. Drafting the Roseland Plan

JA has reviewed other plans – Lyn Plan is most appropriate due to similarity in area and has already been passed at referendum. Tattenhall has a very good section on plan delivery and implementation. Much Wenlock plan has a good format for presenting objectives and policies. All agreed the Plan should be visually interesting and readable with colour, photos, diagrams and maps breaking up the text.
JA talked through the updated Contents page of the Plan and all discussed who could be responsible for each part

JA will be filling in more parts of Plan in next 2 weeks but will keep MT and SA aware of progress. It was agreed to hold another meeting with SA shortly 

JS thanked JA and CH for all the work they have put in already and for what they have agreed to do

A meeting has been scheduled for 22nd or 23rd April with Kath Statham (KS) and June Crossland (JC) and then a meeting with volunteers on 26th April to ‘wrap up’ the LLCA and launch the village character assessment which should be completed by the end of May. KS and JC have offered to run public events after completion of the assessments. If the volunteer’s summaries need collating/typing SW has agreed to assist. It is believed the report will be produced by KS
2. Design Guide – JA suggested a meeting be set up with Mark Datson (MD) and Philip Martin (PM) to get their views. JA to approach PM and JS approach MD.
SW agreed to complete CH list of comments from Q2 relevant to design.
