Minutes of Open Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

1. Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on 22nd July were approved and signed by the chairman
2. Matters arising

JS ran through his action points from the last meeting and most will be covered later in the meeting. The one outstanding item concerns phone masts

JA reported all his action points are in hand

3. Version 19h
JS confirmed that he had checked this version and it incorporates everything agreed at the last Steering Group meeting.
JA stated that he has a meeting with David Hall today to discuss photos in the document and then version 20 will be ready. It was agreed to set a 5pm deadline today then JA will forward to JS for sending to Julian German for overview and printing.

JS reported a cool response to the amendment to the wind turbine policy when mentioned at Gerrans Parish Council meeting, but any comments will be picked up during the consultation period.
4. LLCA
JS and JA reported that June Crossland (JC) has emailed more chapters and appendices but one chapter is too large to email so will arrive on memory stick (hopefully before Saturday) and she has removed the chapter on settlement. On this latter point JS has already phoned JC and agreed that this is an important part of the LLCA so Chapter 6 will be re-inserted stating ‘Work in progress’. JA expressed the hope that this section will highlight landscape sensitivities close to settlements which should help with identifying suitable future development sites.
During the consultation period JA intends working on the LLCA chapters and presentation ready for the submission draft.
5. Supporting documents

JA reported that 90% in place but still awaiting some from LLCA. At deadline may need to annotate as ‘Work in progress’ – agreed by JS
6. Consultation period actions/Events preparation

JS and JA agreed that during this period a map needed to be prepared showing the hinterland. Kath Statham (KS) has confirmed to JS that there is no computer software available that would assist but she still feels can be completed by looking at a map and then going out to check. JS and JA also agreed that if necessary they would approach KS to see if she would carry out the exercise for remuneration. 

JA confirmed that both he and Rob Lacey are aware that Ordnance Survey maps showing clear settlement boundaries are needed.
JA advised that he had received pdf of posters for summer events from Colin Hastings and will arrange printing. It was agreed to use the surplus letters with comments form on reverse and then photocopy additional forms if necessary.
For the exhibition it was agreed to set up on the afternoon of Sunday 24th August. Kath Statham is printing the posters which JS will collect.

JS advised that The Friends of Pendower will be attending the exhibition on 28th August after 11am.

JS will arrange the rota for the exhibition nearer the time
7. ‘Health check’

JS had already made JA aware that NPIER review had been delayed and it was agreed that version 19h should be passed to examiner. Any comments/feedback will be incorporated in Consultation period feedback.
