1. Apologies received from:  Julian German, Geoff Pring, David Spreadborough and Brian Willis
2. Minutes of meeting 29th May 2015: SW distributed copies of the minutes. Approval was proposed by AG and seconded by JA before signature by JS.

3. Matters Arising:  None
4. Update on the Plan: JS explained that the Plan should be signed next week and then will be published by Cornwall Council. The referendum should then be set for the end of July (Note: when RG joined the meeting after item 6 on the agenda he confirmed that the council had booked Gerrans Memorial Hall for either the 23rd or 30th July for the referendum) JA stressed the importance of giving the message that planning applications were already being checked against the policies in the Plan. DHu reported that he had been approached by 2 architects to provide details of the RNDP website and JS confirmed that Rob Lacey had been approached by planning officers enquiring about the RNDP policies which were both good signs. JS advised that the Plan had the support of the AONB. The possibility of applicants going to appeal was discussed and AG offered to attend any hearings on behalf of the RNDP.
5. PA15/01347 – Riviera Gardens, St Mawes TR2 5BG: JA led the discussion of this pre-application using the assessment form and all agreed it was not in conformity with most of the applicable policies. It was noted that St Just Parish Council and The St. Mawes & St. Just in Roseland Society have both already objected quoting the RNDP and JS had approved the letter sent by the parish clerk. DHu explained that 3 similar buildings have previously been approved in the vicinity and suspected the applicant may claim a precedent has been set. SW to prepare a letter of objection for approval by JA.
6. PA15/04100 – 33 North Parade, Portscatho TR2 5HH: JA again led the discussion based on the assessment form and all agreed this application was in conformity with all applicable policies. 
Note: At this point RG joined the meeting
7. (COR3722) Mobile Infrastructure Project: JS asked all present for their reactions to the additional information provided in response to Veryan Parish Council and the PAG objections. All agreed the main issue was the height of the mast in such an unspoilt and obvious position and felt alternative solutions should be sought e.g. a number of smaller masts (optimum height equivalent to a telegraph pole) or booster boxes fitted to buildings. JS agreed to draft letter in response.
8. AOB:

During the course of the meeting there was a discussion about the process of checking applications. JS and JA explained the present position regarding notification of new applications to the MT and that the matter is with Rob Lacey to try and make a special case for having the MT as a consultee. This then led to a discussion on permitted development and agricultural barns and all agreed it was important that the PAG should be able to respond to these but again the problem of notification is with Rob Lacey. All agreed that they wanted to work with the planning officers to ensure compliance with Plan policies.
Following consideration of the application in Gerrans the question was raised regarding the percentage for permitted development of extensions and annexes and it was agreed clarification was needed – JS to talk to Rob Lacey.
DHu enquired if a letter of objection had been sent to Cornwall Council in respect of the Well Lane, Gerrans application discussed last week. JS reported that he attended the Gerrans parish council meeting where the application was discussed and objections raised based on the Plan policies. However it was agreed that a letter should also be sent from the PAG to confirm they are looking at conformity of all applications.
