JA welcomed DH who was attending in place of BW and BC and to represent St Just
1. Apologies received from: Brian Chenoweth and Brian Willis
2. Declarations of interest: None
3. Open period for members of the public to address the meeting:  None present
4. Minutes of meeting 26th February 2016: Following unanimous approval the Minutes were signed by JA
5. Matters arising: SW gave updates on recent decisions on planning applications previously assessed. Regarding the plot adjacent to Angarrick House in St Just JG explained that the option of an off-site contribution was deemed inapplicable after legal advice due to the fact that work on the previously approved proposal had started. DH was able to add to the feedback on the withdrawal of the application for a garage on land adjacent to Polventon, St Just, explaining that the parish council had also raised concerns over the proximity to the highway and the resultant restricted visibility.
JA confirmed that letters had been sent from the steering group in response to the recent appeal decisions on the Bowling Green site and Trecarrell, both in St Just parish, to the Secretary of State and the inspector respectively. Guidance had been sought from Rob Lacey on both letters and the input from AG had been incorporated. A copy of the Trecarrell letter had been included with the submission to the Secretary of State regarding the Bowling Green site and on both a request had been made that the cases be reopened.
JA also reported that Rob Lacey is working on a briefing note to explain the current situation which should soon be ready for distribution to all parishes councillors. The MT are to meet with Edwina Hannaford and other senior planning officers on Monday 14th March when they hope to receive reassurance regarding Cornwall Council’s stance on recent events. 

JG confirmed that he is hopeful that the Inspector for the Cornwall Local Plan will find the details of the 5-year housing land supply acceptable during examination in May as Cornwall Council have made all the changes required.
6. Wild Roseland and nest boxes: SW explained that at a recent meeting of the Wild Roseland group it had been decided that the PAG should be asked to consider encouraging the inclusion of nest sites when responding to new building applications. JA offered to put together some suitable words for inclusion in relevant letters and JG offered to check what is already available on the Cornwall Council website.
7. Assessment of:
· PA16/00128 – Tregaire Barton Farm, Portscatho TR2 5EP – Assessed by GP and JA and led by the former – all agreed that as a commercial development it was in general conformity but the community had said they did not want more second homes/holiday lets so that should be stated in the letter and also quote HO3 and affordable housing. During discussion the question of Permitted Development Rights relating to barns was raised and JA offered to check those applicable in the AONB and report back.
· PA16/01721 – Trevallion, Tregony TR2 5SX - Assessed by AG and GP and led by the former – this is a resubmission but on a slightly smaller scale but all agreed that there were the same concerns and a similar letter should be sent.
· PA16/01867 - Pendennis, New Road, Portscatho TR2 5HD – Assessed by DS and HH and led by the former – all agreed that care must be taken on this highly visible site and a letter sent accordingly.
· PA16/01877 – 3 Treventon Road, Portscatho TR2 5DX – Assessed by HH and AG and led by the former – all agreed in conformity but needed to ensure still have adequate parking.
· PA16/01630 – Sea Craig, 4 Carrick Way, St Mawes TR2 5BB – Assessed by JA and DS and led by the former – as this is an identical resubmission of a previous refused application all agreed that the same letter should be submitted.
8. AOB:
· GP wanted the group to be aware of an appeal decision in Mevagissey where, contrary to the decision on the Bowling Green site, the Inspector has allowed a development of 12 houses in the AONB.

· The consultation on the Cornwall AONB Management Plan was mentioned and JA confirmed that he was preparing a response on the policies in the AONB Plan for South Coast Central and GP confirmed that he was completing his feedback on the Statement of Significance in the same section.
· AG enquired about progress with the various queries referred to Rob Lacey but JA explained that RL was busy preparing the briefing note following recent appeal decisions and ensuring that the planning officers were acting appropriately. SW confirmed that the list would be followed up after this work has been completed.
