1. Apologies received from: Brian Chenoweth, Julian German, Helen Hastings and Brian Willis.             
2. Declarations of interest: None
3. Open period for members of the public to address the meeting:  None present
4. Minutes of meeting on 8th July 2016: Following unanimous approval the Minutes were signed by JA
5. Matters arising: 
· Action points – AG – Apologised for delay in completing the letter and handed SW her draft so far. Should be completed soon. 
· SW provided updates on previously assessed applications:
PA16/04171 – Gwel Dowr, St Mawes – not in conformity – design and glazing - and PC queried glazing and PDR. Approved with condition that planting/screening in place prior to new extended terrace being used. Planning officer’s report addressed all PAG and PC concerns but believed the ‘innovative design’ ‘enhances village’ and ‘blends with other recent, modern developments’. Also does not consider proposed glazing excessive.

· JA pointed out that although Martin Woodley and his associates seem to be showing consistency in interpretation of the RNDP he feels that the Householder Team are not following suit. JA suggested that SW compile details of inconsistencies and update the team accordingly.
6. Assessment of:
· PA13/00256 – Nare Hotel, Veryan TR2 5PF – Assessed by all present. The Wild Roseland group had submitted comments on the Ecology part of the EIA but is was agreed that they should submit to the planning department separately. Some helpful comments had also been received from a local resident regarding the cliff stability. The overall proposal was assessed together with the individual phases against the RNDP and all except the revised plans for the Boat House were considered not in conformity. Presentation of the assessment and the format of the letter were discussed and agreed.
· CLT Informal PreApps – Assessed by all those present. As details of these potential sites are confidential at present the results of the assessments are not minuted, however, all agreed the process was useful.
· PA16/05874 – Trelonk Farm, Ruan High Lanes TR2 5PA – Assessed by GP and DS and the Wild Roseland Group had submitted their comments. All agreed that as the hedgerows involved had been in existence since at least the 1820s the applicant should be asked to demonstrate that there are no alternative routes to access the fields.
· PA16/01785/PREAPP – 17 The Lugger, Portscatho TR2 5HE – Assessed by AG. All agreed in conformity.
