1. Apologies received from: Brian Chenoweth, Wendy Hopper, Geoff Pring, Jon Smith and Brian Willis

2. Declarations of interest: RG declared he had a property in Chapel Close, St Just.
3. Minutes of meeting 16th October 2015: HH queried the detail under item 4. Matters arising with regard to Steve Hooper’s attendance. A slight amendment to the wording was agreed and approval of the minutes was proposed by RG and seconded by DS before signature by JA
4. Matters arising: HH enquired whether any progress had been made in contacting local estate agents – SW explained that the companies had been split between the members of the MT. SW has already spoken to Miller Countrywide and after a positive conversation emailed them links to the website and the Plan document together with a sheet detailing policies HO8 and HO9. SW also explained that one reason for JS’ absence today was to allow him to catch up on some outstanding RNDP issues, including phone calls.

AG enquired whether any progress had been made with her work on Permitted Development Rights – SW confirmed that JS had forwarded the papers to Rob Lacey and was awaiting his response.

SW confirmed that letters had been sent to the relevant parties for the planning applications assessed last week. Of these JA reported a telephone call from the planning officer on 2 Bessy Beneath to explain she was awaiting a copy of the Article 4 Direction before making a decision; SW has received an email from the planning officer on Lowen Meadow, St Mawes explaining that although she has noted the PAG comments they cannot be used in this type of case; JG explained that both he and Gerrans parish council objected to the application for Pendennis, Portscatho and a discussion ensued over the difference in opinion with the PAG assessment. Following this it was agreed to revert to the system of informing the parish clerks of the PAG assessment and allowing them time to respond prior to submitting to the planning officer.
SW then gave updates on previously assessed applications:

27 Harbour View, St Just – approved with condition that no windows or doors to be enlarged or added without approval to protect privacy of neighbours.
4 Trevennel Close, St Just – approved

5. Assessment of: 
PA15/09268 - Nearwater, Polvarth Road, St Mawes TR2 5AY – extension – DH gave some information on the location. All agreed in conformity
PA15/09334 - Deep Dene, Penruan Lane, St Mawes TR2 5UH - extension and swimming pool – DH confirmed that St Just parish council had not yet assessed. DH gave local information – concealed development, even from the water. AG raised concern over the increased glazing and JG agreed this was a recurring problem. DH suggested should quote the relevant section of the Carrick Design Guide. AG also pointed out that the dimensions were not shown or stated.

All agreed in conformity but should mention glazing and details of size
PA15/09090 - Droskyn, Rosevine, Portscatho TR2 5EW - extension – all agreed in conformity but some concerns over amount of glazing
PA15/08827 - land adjacent to Green Waters, Freshwater Lane, St Mawes TR2 5AR - new dwelling – although this was an exact copy of the 2012 application it was agreed it should be assessed in full. DH gave some local information – lane has mainly more traditional dwellings with slate rooves, render walls and restrained glazing’ also a neighbour believes there may be owls roosting in the trees on the site. As this is the first infill new build to be assessed there was much discussion surrounding policy HO4. JA reported that he has requested input from Rob Lacey but to date has not received a response. All agreed the proposal was not in conformity with 4 policies + the amount of glazing should be mentioned including in relation to light pollution + Action HO7 highlighted.
PA15/09237 - End Cottage, Veryan Green TR2 5QH – extension – apparently Veryan parish council have approved this proposal already. All agreed in conformity but wanted HO9 (vi) and (viii) added as conditions
PA15/09338 - Plot adjacent Angarrick House, Chapel Close, St Just in Roseland TR2 5JW - new dwelling – DH gave some background – original approved application was more in keeping with the other buildings on Chapel Close and apparently as the foundations are down they could proceed with that. All agreed not in conformity with 4 policies including HO4, also that concerned over amount of glazing and to mention HO7.
6. AOB – During the assessments the Roseland Development Checklist was mentioned and it was agreed that at a future meeting this document should be reviewed and updated by the group.
