1. Apologies received from: Julian German, Wendy Hopper and Brian Willis
2. Declarations of interest: None
3. Open period for members of the public to address the meeting:  None present
4. Minutes of meeting 12th February 2016: Following unanimous approval the Minutes were signed by JA
5. Matters arising: The meeting started with a discussion on the recent appeal decisions for the Bowling Green site and Trecarrell, both in St Just. JA and SW explained that the MT had met with James Evans of the AONB, Sarah Newton MP, and Rob Lacey of Cornwall Council in 3 separate meetings to discuss the Secretary of State’s decision and the report on the Bowling Green appeal. The MT have still to meet with Edwina Hannaford but will be discussing how to proceed at the MT meeting later this morning. AG raised concerns over the more recent decision on Trecarrell and because the report cites the Bowling Green appeal feels there are errors. AG offered to prepare an argument and pass to the MT for consideration but all agreed a letter should be sent from the SG on both appeals.
6. Assessment of:
· PA16/00340/PREAPP – Herons Lea, Rosevine, Portscatho TR2 5EW - Assessed by HH and GP. All agreed that not in conformity and main problem was large increase in size due to adding a second floor over the whole footprint meaning HO8 more appropriate than HO9. Concern over height, possible loss of amenity for neighbours, large area of glazing in roof and non-typical cedar shingles. 
· PA16/01468 – Land adjacent Polventon, St Just TR2 5JA – Assessed by DS and AG. BW had submitted a comment by email in his absence and BC gave some history of the site. All agreed not in conformity with concern over location, size, amenity of neighbours and accessibility for vehicles.
· PA16/00070 – Land at Tregenna, Portloe TR2 5PS – Assessed by GP and AG. All agreed not in conformity with concerns over location on an elevated/visible site and the need for a large barn.
· National Trust applications to install pay and display machines and associated signage in car parks at Pendower and Carne beaches, at Porth Farm and at St Anthony’s Head – PA16/01186 & 01187, PA16/01188 & 01189, PA16/011890 & 01191, PA16/01192 & 01193 – All had assessed these applications and all expressed concern over increased ‘clutter’ in the protected landscape. GP offered to consider alternative locations for the signage and email SW accordingly.
