The Roseland Plan Planning Assessment Group has assessed this planning application against the Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan and consider the use of green oak, the extensive areas of glazing, and the balcony with glazed guarding do not respect the distinctive local character of the area and the application is therefore not in conformity with policy HO9(iv). The Group suggest that removal of the single storey uncharacteristic flat roofed area of the extension would reduce the impact of the green oak and glazing and produce a more acceptable proposal.





The Group would ask the planning officer to check that the extension is being built within the curtilage of the dwelling and not on agricultural land.
