Please note that this letter is for advice only. The Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan Steering Group is neither supporting nor objecting to this application.


 


The Roseland Plan Planning Assessment Group has assessed this planning application against the Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan and notes that the construction of a domestic storage building would be in conformity with the Plan. However, anecdotal information received by the Group indicates that the intention is to use the land and building for equestrian purposes and we would ask the planning officer to seek clarification. 





The proposed location of the outbuilding on the plot is at the point of maximum impact on the landscape and the Group would ask for consideration of a more appropriate location adjacent to the applicant’s dwelling which would follow the desirable practice of grouping buildings together. (Policy LA1) 





The Group would also ask that should approval be granted this should include a condition requiring roadside planting, to comprise a mix of native species, to provide adequate screening with the condition including a clause requiring replacement of any failed planting.
