The Roseland Plan Planning Assessment Group has assessed this planning application for a detached Annex against the Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan and notes that it is in conformity with The Plan except for Policy HO9 paragraph (vii) as the proposed development could not be integrated into the main house. 





The Group therefore believes that, if approved. conditions should be attached in line with paragraphs (vi) and (viii) from Policy HO9:





'The development shall only be used as ancillary accommodation and only be occupied by members of the family, or non-paying guests of the occupiers of the dwelling and shall not be used, sold or let at any time as a separate residential unit of accommodation.' 





Should the applicants want to use the new Annex for purposes other than the above, e.g. to let on the open market, or for sale, we note that a new additional residence would be created and, therefore, the development would need to be reconsidered. In this case, policy HO4 requires new developments to be affordable-led and consistent with demonstrated local (Roseland) need.
