Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

1. Minutes of meetings on 26th February and 11th and 14th March – The minutes of the meetings on 26th February and 11th March were approved and signed by JS. An omission from the minutes of the meeting on 14th March was noted and the minutes will be corrected.
2. Matters arising – Meeting 26th February Action points – JS point 1 and JA point to be carried forward, otherwise completed; meeting 11th March Action points completed.
3. Roseland CLT – JS reported a useful meeting with Triodos Bank in Truro attended by himself, David Spreadborough and Andrew George and Helen Downing of the Cornwall CLT. Subsequently JS and DS met yesterday to discuss progress and it was agreed that DS would prepare a business plan for presentation to the trustees at the next meeting of St Just CLT on 21st April. The MT agreed that St Just CLT needed to approve the formation of a subcommittee of trustees (existing and co-opted) to drive the project forward who would then call on relevant ‘experts’ as required. Also agreed was the need for increased publicity and a fundraising drive. It was agreed that DS should attend an MT meeting on 15th April to finalise the business plan and discuss the CLT meeting.
4. CAMPs – JS confirmed that he had agreed to phone Nick Cahill on 11th April to obtain his feedback on the first draft for Veryan CA which would then allow time for the MT and Caroline Coldwell to consider prior to CC attending the MT meeting on 29th April.
5. PAG – JA reported a good meeting earlier this morning and also that the assessors were all using the correct process. An email dated 18th February from Graham Webb was discussed and it was agreed that although the SG had approved the PAG assessing applications for conformity with the RNDP policies an earlier step could be introduced where an application would also be considered against the 8 objectives within the RNDP. JA offered to produce a suitable form for use by the assessors.
6. Wild Roseland - JS circulated a Finance Report from the group and asked the MT to approve payment of £22.50 to David Hall being payment for hire of the Reading Room. Unanimously agreed. JA advised that Colin Hastings had produced a circular regarding the supporter base and JA will email to existing Roseland Plan supporters shortly. JS reported a positive response from Veryan parish council to David Hall’s talk about wild flower sites at their last parish council meeting.
7. April SG meeting – It was agreed that the Chair’s Report would include updates on recent appeals and the RNDP projects but also that David Hall and SW would give short reports on Wild Roseland and the PAG respectively.
8.  AOB –

· JA mentioned that a Roseland Design Guide had been discussed at the PAG and it is apparent that the devolution project on Cornish Distinctiveness will not deliver what is required. JA offered to take this project forward.
· It was agreed that a team was required to take the energy project forward who had no commercial interest in the field. JA offered to contact Richard Cochrane who lives in Gerrans, works in the energy department at Tremough and has offered his services in the past.
· Following recent correspondence from Yvonne Fuller it was agreed that JS would phone her to arrange a meeting where her concerns could be discussed and the present position regarding the RNDP be explained.
· JA and SW explained that following discussion at the PAG a ‘chaser’ letter was to be sent regarding the Trecarrell decision.
