Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 11am on 2nd October 2015

Present: Jon Smith, John Adams and Sue Wagstaff

1. Minutes - The minutes of the meeting on 17th September were approved and signed by JS
2. Matters Arising – JS confirmed that points 2 and 3 had been actioned with the meeting with the Householder team scheduled for 6th October. However, point 1 should be carried forward as outstanding.
3. PAG Review – JA expressed the view and all agreed that the assessments should be restricted to conformity and not get too ‘picky’. Following a third party’s comment to JS it was agreed that the PAG needed to be aware that they were not entitled to carry out site visits, except from public places, as these could only be completed by statutory consultees.

The absence of a code of conduct for any of the RNDP bodies was discussed as this highlighted a disparity between parish councillors, bound by their parish code of practice, and non-parish councillors. It was agreed that JS should raise this with Julian German (JG)
4. Review of meeting on 28th September – All agreed that the meeting went well with positive feedback received. However there had only been one form returned requesting training, from Jim Hetherington. As a training session has been arranged for St Just parish councillors on 9th November it was agreed to ask if Jim, and any others who come forward, could also attend. JS agreed to raise the training issue at the October parish council meetings.
With regard to the training, JA offered to update the PAG pack and it was agreed that the trainees should have the PAG flowchart and a real application to consider.
5. Finance – JS had circulated prior to the meeting an updated Finance Report together with projected expenditure for the next 12 months and now confirmed that JG will apply for a grant of £500 now and hopefully again next spring. All agreed the figures and also with JS’ suggestion that when he attends parish council meetings he will explain the situation and the need for another £500 approximately and ask for contributions based on the number of electors in each parish.
6. CLT Update – JS reported attending a positive trustees meeting on 30th September where he was co-opted as a trustee and David Spreadborough (DS) was accepted as a member. There is another trustees’ meeting on 11th November and the AGM is scheduled for 9th December where there will be an election of trustees. It was agreed that ideally there should be a trustee representing each Roseland parish.
JS and DS are to attend a meeting with Helen Downing of Cornwall CLT on Monday 5th October to establish the process as she will be involved in any development, and JS has spoken with Andrew George who is now leader of the Cornwall CLT.
Prior to this MT meeting JS had circulated correspondence concerning a St Just parish resident who has approached the CLT regarding affordable housing. A process has been agreed after reference to Cornwall CLT and will be offered to the resident at a meeting on 23rd October.
Following contact via the website from Jonathan Adlington JS has spoken to him and established that he played a key role in setting up the St Just CLT and is an ideal candidate to get involved with the Roseland CLT.

JA highlighted the need to advertise for possible sites for affordable housing and it was agreed that he would do so in the November article for the Roseland magazine, stressing ‘local’ and ‘community’.
7. October PC meetings – As covered in other items above it was agreed that JS would encourage councillors to attend training sessions, request proportionate contributions to RNDP funds and try to enlist additional assessors for the PAG.
8. October SG meeting – It was agreed that at the meeting in October the frequency of SG meetings going forward would be discussed. However because of the deadline for the Roseland Magazine article it was agreed to book the November meeting as usual.
9. AOB – It was agreed that SW would liaise with David Hall to establish the best time and day for the next Ecology group meeting.
JA highlighted the need to update the Project Plan and suggested he would present at the November SG meeting.
