Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 11.50am on 8th July 2016
Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Sue Wagstaff and David Spreadborough
1. Minutes of meeting on 10th June 2016 – Minutes were approved and signed by JA. 
2. Matters arising – Action points – JS – 1. He has spoken to the owner of the barn at Tregenna who believes the best solution is to build 2 semi-detached dormer bungalows which should fit within the existing footprint and with a similar roof height. 2. JS is continuing the dialogue with his contact. 3. Brian Chenoweth has not yet been able to recruit more assessors for the PAG. JA – 1. JA is awaiting a response from Rob Lacey regarding off site contributions. 2. James Evans has sent JA some examples of cases regarding character and distinctiveness. The MT have also been sent a copy of a document produced by Yvonne Fuller which sets out details regarding the character and distinctiveness of St Mawes. The original went to Edwina Hannaford of Cornwall Council and JS offered to contact her to ‘reclaim’ the document so that it can be expanded for the whole Roseland. JS will also try and establish if the format is acceptable but it was agreed Rob Lacey should be involved. JA indicated also needed to establish how would be attached to the Plan. DS – 1. DS advised he had not yet made contact with ST Ives CLT but had established from the internet that to be able to issue shares the St Just CLT would need to be changed to a community benefit society. JS suggested that DS discuss this further with Alan Fox of the Cornwall CLT. 2. DS is continuing his research on funding. SW – 1. Having chased Nick Cahill, he had emailed the promised information. 2. Both SW and JA have chased Julian German for updates on sites and some information has been received. However, JG is now setting up a meeting for himself, JA and DS with the property services department of Cornwall Council to enable JA and DS to deal direct. 3. No additional PAG members have come forward from the SG. 4. SW enquired whether a meeting with planning officers is still required? It was agreed that when JA visits the planning offices he will approach Martin Woodley with a view to him attending a future PAG meeting.
3. Roseland CLT – JA feels that there is progress and gave some updates:
i) Need – the MT thanked JA for his work ‘drilling down’ the figures provided by Nick Marsden. JA is now awaiting NM’s comments on the revised figures but NM has given JA the contact details of a colleague in Cornwall Council who can help further in completing the analysis.
ii) Finance – As mentioned earlier in this meeting under Matters Arising - DS is continuing his research and JA, DS and Julian German will be meeting Cornwall CLT and also Mark O’Brien, Community Network Manager, in the near future to explore options.
iii) Sites – As mentioned above under Matters Arising – JG is setting up a meeting for JA and DS to meet with the relevant department at Cornwall Council. 
iv) Leaflet – JA confirmed that he is awaiting the photo taken at the recent St Just parish council meeting and then he will complete and circulate to the CLT members/trustees for comment prior to printing. The cost of printing has been covered by St Just parish council. SW has been in communication with the Roseland Plan distribution teams and apart from Gerrans/Portscatho has received support in all areas.

v) Presentations to parish councils – JS confirmed that he is prepared to attend meetings with JG and JA reported that Robin Giles had indicated he would get involved. It was agreed that September would be a good time and that the parish clerks should be advised prior to their August meetings that representatives of the Roseland Plan wished to speak in the public period at the start of their meetings. SW to contact the parish clerks and check Robin Giles availability.
vi) Meeting – having had to cancel the meeting on 27th July due to lack of support JA is trying to rearrange, possibly for Thursday 21st July. 
4. PAG – Assessors – As Brian Chenoweth has had no volunteers from St Just parish council it was suggested that perhaps he should be asked to nominate suitable members. JS offered to phone Charlotte Taffinder to see if she could recommend anyone from Gerrans parish. JS also suggested that when he attends parish council meetings later this year he should present the 6-month Outcome Summary from the PAG to highlight the work that is done and hopefully encourage more to get involved – all agreed with this idea.
5. SG Meeting 20th July 2016 – JS confirmed that although he will be unable to attend the meeting he will draft the Chairman’s and Financial reports and pass to JA for completion. It was agreed that David Hall and Caroline Coldwell should be approached to provide a brief update report on Wild Roseland and the CAMPs and JA and SW would provide similar reports on the CLT and PAG. SW circulated a draft Agenda which was approved.
