1. Minutes

2. Matters arising

3. Progress of Plan

JS reported that he had heard nothing recently about the Plan, but Rob Lacey (RL) has been on holiday this week. JS offered to email RL on Monday 15th June then phone him the next day to discuss.
4. Appeal hearing 17th June

JA is to attend the appeal on the Bowling Green development proposal at St Just in Roseland on which the final decision lies with the Secretary of State. JA has prepared with the assistance of David Hubbard, and will be attending with James Evans of Cornwall AONB.
5. CAMPs

The matters to be covered later in the morning when Caroline Coldwell joins the meeting were discussed and agreed.
6. SG meeting 17th June
The agenda was discussed and JS will circulate this and his Chairman’s report to the MT later today. JA offered to prepare a draft of the letter and summary of the Plan to be distributed prior to referendum for discussion with the SG. It was agreed that non parish councillors would be asked to remain after the main SG meeting to discuss possible canvassing prior to the referendum.  
7. PAG 

The letters of objection following recent assessments were discussed but it was agreed that the work involved in these and the record keeping justified an administrator. It was agreed to discuss this with Geoff Pring and Alison Golding.
8. AOB

JS reported that during the short trustees meeting after the special meeting of the St Just CLT those present were all supportive of the RNDP aims

PART 2 – Caroline Coldwell joined the meeting at 10.30am

Purpose: To check progress with the CAMPs project and agree the way forward 
JS explained the responsibility of the elected MT to the SG to deliver the Plan and associated projects. He also explained that with the removal from the Plan on the examiner’s advice of mention of the Roseland Design Guide he had concerns over the weight carried by an RDG as an SPD if/when completed. This increases the importance of the CAMPs as any policies or actions included in a CAMP will strengthen the Plan policies. With the help of a flip chart JA highlighted the similarities between the proven process of preparing the Plan and the required process to prepare the CAMPs and all agreed with this analogy. It was agreed however that clarification should be sought from Rob Lacey (RL) as to who should be consulted at each stage. It was also agreed that RL should be used as a reference point when preparing the wording of policies. JA offered his assistance with producing the documentation.
The Oxford Toolkit assessment form was discussed and all agreed that this should be used for presentation of the details as it had a proven track record, but also agreed that CC could provide her volunteers with explanatory notes on the various subjects. CC will be holding a meeting with her volunteers tomorrow to check their progress with the photos and notes, explain the way forward and present the toolkit. It was agreed that Veryan is the pilot CAMP but that the other volunteer’s expertise/knowledge should be utilised in Veryan to assist completion of the assessment.
