Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 11am on 13th May 2016
Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Sue Wagstaff and David Spreadborough
1. Minutes of meeting on 29th April – The minutes were approved and signed by JS. 
2. Matters arising – Action points – 
JS – 1. All agreed need not be pursued at present. 2. To be restated. 3. All agreed unlikely this will now be produced, so remove. 4. JS has sent an email to Sarah Newton’s assistant, Charles Walker, and is awaiting a response. 5. Nick Cahill has supplied possible dates which will be discussed later in the meeting.
JA – 1. Done.

DS – SW apologised for not passing a copy of the Minutes to DS who was unaware of the Action Points, however – 1. And 2. Done. 3. DS has started his investigation and believes the regulation may not be too onerous and also it appears to be a growing industry. 4. The CLT is already a charity but JS suggested need to check the entry on the Charity Commission website. DS already has experience of handling Gift Aid should this means of increasing revenue be agreed by the Trustees.
JS proposed that in recognition of all his work so far DS should be invited to join the MT as a non-voting member which was seconded by JA. DS accepted and was welcomed to the MT.

Caroline Coldwell joined the meeting.

3. CAMPs – Since CC’s last attendance at an MT meeting Nick Cahill’s response to her Veryan draft had been circulated. All agreed that the changes required by Historic England seemed to have changed the remit and it appeared much more detail was required which it was doubtful could be provided within the volunteer group. CC offered to assess how much she could complete but all agreed the need to establish how much assistance was on offer from NC and to have an agreed working relationship. The dates offered by NC were considered – all preferred mornings and agreed the meeting should be in his offices in Truro – and with a preference for Tuesday 24th May at 10am JS offered to liaise with NC and report back when a date is confirmed. All agreed that NC needed to be made aware of the situation and there were many questions to be answered regarding how to proceed with Veryan and also how this would roll out to the other Roseland CAs. SW agreed to start a list of questions and then circulate to the MT and CC for additions before emailing to NC prior to the meeting.
Following a full discussion of the issues CC left the meeting.

4. Roseland CLT – The informal meeting held yesterday, 12th May, was discussed and also how to approach the formal trustees meeting scheduled for 20th May (DS confirmed the venue as Philleigh) The issues that needed consideration at the meeting were discussed and it was agreed that JS would speak to Tim Pratt, the secretary, and suggest some important issues to be included on the agenda and also request that JS give a report of the informal meeting.
5. PAG – JA reported that he had suggested at today’s PAG meeting that more assessors should be recruited to ease the load of the existing members and also spread knowledge of the Plan policies and this proposal was agreed by the MT. SW indicated that the set dates for PAG meetings ended in June and it was agreed that she should book and circulate to the PAG the next set of meetings, retaining the 2-week interval.
6. Wild Roseland – JA reported that this project was running well with the next scheduled meeting on 17th May
7. AOB – JA – 1. He reported a useful meeting with Richard Cochrane regarding the Energy project where Richard had agreed to join a team researching small appropriate projects and formulating a document giving advice to Roseland residents. It was agreed that more participants were needed – JA suggested Geoff Pring and DS suggested Derek Julyan as possible members of the team.
2. He recounted a discussion within the PAG where it was agreed that it would be useful to raise awareness of the Cornwall Council planning website and he proposed that the next email sent to RNDP supporters should include relevant information – all agreed.

JS – He reported a recent meeting with Stephanie Buller who is completing a MRes in Risk and Disaster Reduction and had contacted the RNDP as part of her research. JS has been interviewed by her and she has asked to attend a MT meeting to give a short presentation, interview other members and circulate a questionnaire. It was agreed that 3rd June should be offered as a possible date.
