Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

1. Minute

The minutes of the meetings on 10th, 17th and 24th July and 3rd August were approved and signed by JS
2. Matters arising
The Action points from the July meetings were considered –

10th July – just JS - 8 outstanding

17th July – just JS - 2 and 3 outstanding

24th July – just JS – 1 and 3 outstanding
3. Meeting with Sarah Newton MP (10th August)

JA commented that he felt the meeting went well and they could do no more. The minutes of the meeting were approved and signed by JS who will send copies to both Brian Chenoweth and Shirley Penhaligan of St Just parish council.
4. CAMP

Following the MT meeting on 24th July attended by Caroline Coldwell she had as requested circulated her outline chapter plan for the final documents. All agreed this looked acceptable and JA has already emailed a copy to Nick Cahill for comment/approval but is awaiting a response. Following the meeting on 3rd August with Rob Lacey it had become clear that CAMP policies are elaborations on the Plan policies, and not new policies and JS offered to update CC on this.

JA pointed out the need to review and update the project timelines.
5. PAG

The format and progress of the PAG were discussed and it was agreed that the dedicated planning officers should be invited to attend on a regular basis and that this might encourage more parish councillors to get involved.

It was agreed that the PAG must continue so that the efficacy of the Plan can be monitored.

SW reminded the MT that at a meeting with Geoff Pring on 17th June a process had been agreed but to date this had not been activated. It was agreed this needed to be reviewed.
6. Cluster meeting

It was agreed that the meeting would be hosted by Julian German and that all volunteers on the Plan and parish councillors should be invited and asked to RSVP. A larger venue would be required and to allow time for preparation it was agreed that the end of September would be the earliest date possible.
It was agreed that JS would encourage parish councillors to attend during his visits to their meetings in September.

It was agreed that an important part of the meeting would be the opportunity to meet and chat so it was agreed to have a first part explaining how the Plan was created and then after an interval for tea the second half would concentrate on how the Plan will be applied and future projects. There would then be a question and answer session and details provided of future training/information sessions with a form available to enable people to sign up on the day.

It was agreed that the training should be varied and from different people e.g. Kath Statham on the Assessing Landscape Character development toolkit; attendance at a CAMP or PAG meeting.

JA suggested, and it was agreed, that all attendees should be provided with a printed copy of the final RNDP
7. AOB

SG - During the meeting the subject of the SG and its future role was discussed. It was agreed that attendance figures over the last 12 months should be analysed and then membership reviewed in partnership with the parish councils and considering what input would be required in this next stage. It was agreed to continue with monthly SG meetings.
Parish councils - It was agreed that when attending the September meetings JS would explain that he would no longer attend all meetings, but would if invited.
