Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Gerrans Memorial Hall at 10 am on 14th October 2016
Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Sue Wagstaff and David Spreadborough
1. Minutes of meeting on 21st September 2016 – The Minutes were approved and signed by JS. 
2. Matters arising – Action points – JS – 1. And 2. JS has yet to speak to Graham Webb or arrange the meetings but will deal in the near future. 3. JS spoke to JG and agreed to keep the matter confidential at present. 4. The MT met members of the planning department yesterday.
DS – 1. Completed and sent but awaiting a response.
Prior to continuing with the Agenda the 2 meetings held with Cornwall Council on Wednesday and Thursday of this week were discussed. JS and JA updated DS on the content of the latter meeting which he had not attended. All agreed with JA when he expressed the view that they had learnt a lot, some of which has big implications for the RNDP. It is accepted that changes in government planning policy has impacted the RNDP housing policies and the focus now must be on landscape and character. It was agreed that the MT needed to work more closely with the AONB and it was agreed that a meeting should be arranged with James Evans. The main matters to be discussed to be: definition of ‘major’ in the AONB as regards numbers of dwellings; obtain the AONB view on potential sites for affordable housing; how can the PAG work more closely with the AONB?
3. Roseland CLT – JA advised that Tim Pratt had asked him to draft an agenda for the forthcoming meeting on 27th October. It was agreed that the agenda should include an item regarding the self-builders at St Just and the need for a meeting to discuss the 2 vacant plots.
DS advised that he had spoken to Dave Chapman, the mentor allocated by Locality, and wished to set up a meeting with the CLT. It was agreed that DS would find a suitable date and also invite Robin Giles to attend.

The meeting in County Hall on Wednesday 12th October was discussed. In attendance with the MT were Adam Birchall and Sam Irving of Cornwall Council and Julian German. All potential Cornwall Council owned sites had been discussed and all agreed it had been a very helpful meeting. It was also agreed to hold regular meetings with Adam Birchall to maintain momentum and JA agreed to arrange.

JA reported that Ruan Lanihorne parish council had discussed the affordable units within the Old Malthouse which although advertised are not selling. It was agreed this information should be captured by the CLT for use when discussing local need.
4. PAG – It was agreed that SW will combine the 2 Overview Summaries to produce a 12-month report for presentation at the SG.
Following the meeting yesterday the future of the PAG was discussed. It was agreed that this project involves a lot time for those involved and that the matter should be discussed at the SG. 
5. CAMPs – Caroline Coldwell is continuing work so no action by the MT required at present.
6. Wild Roseland – This project continues to run autonomously and no action is required by the MT at present.
7. SG meeting – the forthcoming meeting on 19th October was discussed. It was agreed to keep a simple Agenda and Chairman’s Report but ask representatives of the various projects to contribute where required. JS advised that the Finance Report will show a balance of approximately £700 and he suggested asking for approval from the SG to approach the parish councils ahead of them setting next year’s precept for similar amounts to last year. All supported this suggestion.
