Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

1. Seventh letter

JA had circulated by email his draft and following input from Rob Lacey (RL) and John Simmons (JSi) now presented the revised version which was approved. It was agreed that this should receive final approval from RL and JSi but needed to go to print by the latest early next week to ensure availability for distribution well before the deadline for postal vote applications (5th August)

SW offered to contact distribution team leaders to check availability and pin point any gaps
2. Referendum 

a) Flyers – arriving from printers today. JA to split into batches of 100 and deliver 2,800 to Roseland Magazine. SW to check drop off details for JA

b) Notice of Referendum – SW confirmed the number of additional Notices required as indicated at the SG meeting – Gerrans 3, Veryan 3, Ruan Lanihorne 5, Philleigh 2, St Just 4 and St Mawes 5 – and JA offered to produce the laminated Notices

c) Hub Radio – JA offered to contact them to establish options and costs for advertising. JS offered to be interviewed by them if required.
d) JS reported that Julian German had offered to approach his contacts at the West Briton and at Radio Cornwall about advertising and will give them JS as contact.
3. Cornwall Council

JA suggested, and it was agreed that a list should be made of all issues needing clarification from/discussion with different people at Cornwall Council:

a) Permitted development rights:

i) Agricultural buildings – need to be advised when proposals submitted

ii) Extensions/annexes – need clarification of % for PAG

iii) Solar panels – following recent query regarding solar panels in Veryan need

clarification whether could use Article 4 Direction and incorporate in CAMP policies
b) Need clarification of how RNDP policies might be effected if adopted prior to Local Plan adoption. Specifically CR2, CR3 and HO4
c) Implications of Roseland Design Guide no longer being mentioned in RNDP, and if produced as SPD, what takes precedent.

(Note: the format of the design guide was discussed with a preference shown for adding details/illustrations to the adopted sections of the Carrick Design Guide)

d) Clarification/advice on CAMP policies

e) Post referendum storage of RNDP archives

f) Home Choice Register – attempt to obtain breakdown of figures for Roseland parishes

g) Check timescale for adoption of RNDP if/when passes referendum

h) Meeting with Nigel Doyle to ascertain/meet dedicated planning officers for the Roseland
4. Affordable Housing

JS is to meet the Cornwall CLT to discuss the next stage. It was agreed that the St Just CLT should be contacted to ensure changes to constitution are moving forward.

A discussion ensued about the process and it was agreed that like the other projects they would need technical resources with applicable local knowledge/experience. Also agreed needed to maintain a good working relationship with Nick Marsden of Cornwall Council
5. Cluster meeting

It was agreed that the proposed cluster meeting of parish councils should be after the referendum and possibly combined with the September SG meeting and should be hosted by Julian German as instigator of the RNDP. Training on planning application assessment could then be offered for another occasion.
