LLCA – Caroline Coldwell has sent the latest version to JS who has asked that any opinions be removed from the text but confirmed that the document is much improved. However as the final version had been requested for today, JS will chase.
JS expressed concern that the preferred submission date of 8th December 2014 was fast approaching and JA pointed out that they should have the week before submission to carry out final checks of all documents.

JS will chase Rob Wing for a letter dated 8th December 2014 to accompany documents, and will also check with RL whether all documents need to be submitted in hard copy.

A discussion ensued about the implementation of the Plan – how much assistance/guidance would be needed by Parish Councils and how this would be provided; future projects – how to encourage the best qualified people to become involved; the Steering Group – whether some members might want to stand down and whether (hopefully) others want to join, especially considering skills needed for implementation and future projects.
