Minutes of Open Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Veryan Parish Hall at 4.30pm on 22nd July 2014

Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Colin Hastings, Geoff Pring, Graham Webb and Sue Wagstaff
1. Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on 10th July were approved and signed by the chairman
2. Matters arising

JS confirmed that Julian German (JG) had agreed to arrange printing of hard copies of the Plan. It was agreed that copies of appendices would only be printed if specifically requested
3. Development Checklist

JS confirmed that he had sent a copy to Rob Lacey (RL) and had explained that for ‘rule’ should read ‘policy’. JA and JS felt the draft was acceptable.
CH explained to GP and GW why he had produced the document. GW suggested that when approved it should be available on Cornwall Council (CC) website with other relevant literature on planning and should be sent to planning applicants.

GW commented that the Development Tool Kit provided by Kath Statham (KS) should only apply to new houses/significant extensions and it was agreed that if the awaited response from RL was delayed GW should provide some suitable words for the draft Plan

4. Suggested materials for summer events

CH explained what he felt was needed at each event:

i) Book for attendees to sign
ii) 2-3 copies of the printed Plan – JS agreed to discuss with JG

iii) Feedback/comment forms – JA offered some spare letters which have the form on the reverse and CH confirmed he would photocopy additional forms if necessary

iv) Banner – CH suggested re-using the banner from last year’s events – agreed – CH to organise

v) Advertisement boards on A3078 - all agreed not necessary

vi) Press releases to West Briton, Radio Cornwall and Hub Radio – discussed and decided not to proceed
vii) Posters – CH produced 4 draft posters – it was agreed to use the quick overview and the poster for the exhibition. Discussion ensued regarding the ‘New opportunities to contribute’ poster and it was agreed better to wait until the tasks have been decided and the level of assistance required known. Poster shelved but agreed to add reference to implementation on poster for feedback. Proposed by JS and seconded by JA
JA agreed to get A2 posters printed and laminated

During the discussion it was agreed that the MT needed to discuss how to handle the post Plan projects and to share with the SG who would be involved. Also members of the SG must be given the opportunity to decide whether they want to continue and if not the parish councils would need to find alternatives. GP felt specialists/consultants may be required to explain what is involved and/or set a brief and GW felt the first priority should be to approach CC to see how they will assist with implementation (JA agreed)
viii) CH suggested handing out copies of his Development Checklist. It was agreed but only after RL comments received and must be marked ‘draft’. JA to reconfigure draft for printing
5. LLCA

JA stressed the need to have the appendices on the website by 2nd August ready for the consultation but if necessary may have to state ‘under development’. GW supported this and pointed out the Plan ‘makes heavy reference to the LLCA’

JS is due to speak with June Crossland (JC) tomorrow and will check if she will be editing/completing the chapters.

GP has met with Caroline Coldwell this week and the selection of photos is nearly completed having incorporated more of the landscape.
On the subject of landscape, CH asked that the wider definition including rivers, creeks etc. be shown in the Plan and JA agreed to include at the start of the section.
6. Boundaries

GP explained that under the LLCA the term ‘settlement edge’ is used and described in words not with drawings but he also admitted this area had caused some problems. JA insisted a consistent approach was required and reference should be made to the existing words and maps included in GW’s parish character assessments (although JA and RL agree that Ordnance maps should be used)

GW suggested that JS ask JC what she and KS are intending to publish in the LLCA with regard to settlement boundaries and ask them to refer to the rationale and maps already published on the website
JA asked that after consultation and prior to examination if GP and GW could check that the LLCA and parish profiles are coherently meshing
7. Hinterland

JA explained that although they use the term CC have never produced a map or document defining the area but KS has indicated it is normally 1-2km and that it should be a desk exercise to compile. At present policy CR 2 uses GP’s wording which puts onus on any developer but JA asked if GP and GW would take on the task. GP felt it would be possible using visual influence from viewpoints but felt should perhaps use views from the water as well. He felt there should be a computer programme in existence which would help the mapping so he will make enquiries. JS suggested and all agreed that he should ask KS for the criteria and GW expressed the view that CC should be keen to assist as it is they who will have to implement the policy when passed.
CH enquired whether any progress had been made with the enquiry regarding phone masts – JS agreed to refer to JC (o/s action point)
8. Version 19f “The final countdown”

JA reported that he had incorporated all comments to date into version 19f. JS conveyed the concerns of Jo Widdecombe (JW) over continuous amendment especially as NPIER are working on version 19e. (JW has chased for NPIER’s response.) JS suggested should ‘draw a line’ under version19f with all further feedback/comments being included in post-consultation considerations but it was agreed that JA would make the decision on whether to include GP’s latest comments or hold them until later
JA felt he needed a few more days ‘polishing’ the exiting document

JA explained to GP and GW that he was gradually putting all relevant documentation on the website but all agreed that details of procedures required by the examiner need not be available to the public.
9. Next meeting Thursday 31st July at 10am
To be held at Veryan Sports and Social Club. CH tendered his apologies as unable to attend. 
10. AOB

CH raised the question of when the NDP becomes a material consideration. GW expressed the view that as this is a legal process and procedure the submission draft will have weight  but not at the same level as when passes examination.
SW reported that having discussed the cost of hiring Gerrans Memorial Hall for the week-long exhibition, Maggie George had very kindly suggested a reduction in the normal community rate of £154 to £100. The MT expressed their gratitude and asked that SW accept this offer. SW also asked when the exhibition will be set up so she can arrange collection of a key and consensus was on Sunday 24th August.
