CH has spoken to Richard Cochrane at Tremough who has proposed that in February 2015 students will be offered a pick of the renewable energy projects required for the Plan to work on in groups. If more detailed work is subsequently required he proposes offering to third year students. The MT were pleased with the outcome and agreed to produce a draft brief for the projects before the end of October
