Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

1. Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting on 23rd March 2015 were approved and then signed by the Chairman
2. Matters arising

Update on action points from previous meeting –

JS – 

1. Meeting arranged for 9th April 

2. Spoken to Jim Hetherington

SW –

1. Having visited the website mycommunity.org.uk SW reported that there are pre-feasibility and project support grants available but need to be prepared before applying as limited period to utilise. JS explained that Alan Fox and the Cornwall CLT would assist but their services would be chargeable so the grant(s) would go towards this
2. List already emailed to JS and JA

3. Planning Review Panel/Planning Assessment Group (name to be decided)
JS has spoken to possible participants and reported that Geoff Pring, David Hubbard and David Spreadborough have said ‘yes’. Colin Hastings cannot commit the time but has offered to assist with training when required. Helen Hastings is keen to join, but as not a member of the SG or on a parish council JS will ‘clear’ with the chairman of Gerrans PC. JS offered to represent Veryan ‘pro tem’. All agreed that preferably there should be 10 on the panel to cover absence/illness and to spread the load. Also agreed that initially JS should ask the parish councils for additional members when he attends their meetings during the first half of April. Then, if still short, agreed should enlist volunteers at the next SG meeting. JA offered to set up simple spreadsheet recording planning applications as they appear. All agreed this is ‘pilot’ to assess process and checklist but discuss further when Geoff Pring joins the meeting. 
4. Wildlife Meeting
Following a chaser from David Hall (DH) Julian German has set up a meeting with Natasha Collings-Costello of Cornwall Council tomorrow. JA will attend from the MT and although Cheryl Marriott of Cornwall Wildlife Trust is unable to attend she will be giving DH questions to ask. All agreed that DH will head up this project and recruit volunteers as necessary.
5. Examination

Now that Clare Wright has accepted the role of examiner, JS will email Rob Lacey to establish the timeline and will also request sight of the responses received during the latest consultation period (apparently they are at present being collated)

6. Project Plan Review

Communication – the article for the May edition of the Roseland Magazine was discussed – agreed to mention the examination, referendum and projects.
JA passed round a page of website statistics which showed some interesting peaks during March – it was agreed to include at the next SG meeting
Assessment of planning applications – already discussed under 3 above and will be discussed further under 7 below

Affordable Housing – see JS - 6 under 2 above. 

Roseland Design Guide – JA indicated he would like to get involved with this project. He agrees with the advice from Cornwall Council that it should be based around the relevant sections of the adopted Carrick Design Guide, be visual and encouraging and stress the character and distinctiveness of the area. It was agreed that JA would record his suggested structure for this project but it would be held until the Conservation Area Management Plans project was well advanced as this should feed into the Design Guide. 
Conservation Area Management Plans – As mentioned previously in meeting, Caroline Coldwell (CC) is collecting volunteers for the project. A meeting with Nick Cahill (NC) of Cornwall Council has been arranged for 9th April at The New Inn in Veryan to be attended by CC and the MT. This will be followed by a walk round the Veryan conservation area with NC. Jim Hetherington is unable to attend this meeting.
Guidance on energy reduction/production – in hand with JA
7. Geoff Pring (joined meeting at 11.30am)
JS explained to GP what had already been discussed regarding assessment of planning applications (see under 3 above)

The Roseland Development Checklist was discussed and GP expressed the view that the second page seemed more appropriate to applicants/developers and offered to produce a page more suitable for assessors. 
The format of the spreadsheet to record all assessments was discussed and JA will produce a first draft for consideration.

After discussion it was agreed that JA would speak to Rob Lacey to establish: 
a) whether the RNDP can be added as a consultee and therefore receive printed copies of all applications, 
b) whether pre-applications are included in notifications and 
c) whether prior approval letters for permitted development are notified to interested parties.
All agreed the importance of getting the process of assessment right prior to adoption of the Plan and agreed the pilot should start as soon as possible. Decisions reached by the panel will be passed to Julian German and the parish councils who will make the final decisions. Concern was raised in the meeting regarding Philleigh as they do not have a council and only meet once a year. Generally they have few applications but the hotel site at Pendower falls within their parish and this needs close examination.
