Minutes of Closed Meeting of Roseland Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP) Management Team

at Little Treviles 10am on 30th June 2014

Present: Jon Smith, John Adams, Colin Hastings and Sue Wagstaff

1. Minutes

The minutes of meetings held on 23rd and 25th June were approved and signed by the chairman
2. Matters arising to be covered under relevant items during the meeting
3. Draft 19c 

JA confirmed that he had incorporated all amendments agreed at the MT meetings on 23rd and 25th May, and had improved the Renewable Energy section based on Celia Robbins’ (CR) feedback. However JS is to ask June Crossland (JC) for input on permitted development and wind turbines, and on the definition of hinterland. When section completed JS will email copy to CR for comment/approval

JA still has to incorporate Hilary Gooch’s SAE comments and this will now become an annex document.  

JS advised that the LLCA report will not be finalised until after the consultation event so it was agreed to include the draft report for the time being

JA then went through Version 19c pointing out the changes and the following were agreed:
i) JS to email a copy of the draft to Nick Marsden for comment on the affordable housing policies

ii) CH to research higher level policies for sea defences and open spaces

iii) JA to draft GP 7 on planning process and seek approval prior to including in draft Plan

iv) JA to draft alternative CR 2 and circulate to JS and CH for comment/approval

JA reported that he had been adding as much information as possible to the website.
4. Meeting with St Just Parish Council

JS reported a well-attended and generally supportive meeting on 27th June where he had discussed each policy. The list of points raised was considered:
1. CV 5: Are private slipways to be resisted? No mention of pontoons - The MT felt public not private slipways and pontoons were to be supported and CH agreed to draft a suitable amendment to CV 5 which JS would pass to Alison Golding for comment

2. SF 1: Needs to be a definition of services and facilities. In the glossary? - JA agreed to transpose a suitable list from the Area Profile

3. GP 1: Delete the word “overall” - Deletion agreed

4. GP 3: They support settlement boundaries - It was agreed that the boundary review could be completed as a desk exercise using existing maps and local knowledge and on completion would be passed to Sarah Arden and the parish councils for ‘sign off’

5. GP 5: Concerned that 5 (houses) are not enough to deliver the affordable housing required. However they like the aspiration – GP 5 is now within GP 4 and the word ‘indicative’ had been thought adequate. Agreed to ‘run past’ Rob Lacey
6. Pre-submission Consultation. Happy with outline proposal - JS had explained the process
7. H15.5 Read revised words. Seemed happy with the proposal – but apparently there was concern over deliverability

JS is to report back to the Parish Council next week
5. Pre-submission consultation

JS produced a draft letter for comment but wants a banner heading added about ‘having your final say’. JA suggested and it was agreed to add a consultation comment form on the reverse. A copy of the letter to be sent to each member of the SG for approval. As well as being distributed to every property CH will hand out at the 3 events where he will have a stand – Philleigh Fair on 6th August, St Mawes Carnival on 9th August and Portscatho Regatta on 23rd/24th August. Letters will also be sent to all stakeholders and JS is to enquire if Trudi van der Wolde will assist with this. JA and SW to design consultation comment form which will gather information in a formal, systematic way.

Display material for all events – JS to ask Kath Statham if she can arrange printing and he will source display boards
Hard copies of draft plan – it was agreed to save on printing these should be printed 2 sided and with 2 pages on each side – JS to ask Julian German (JG) if he can arrange printing/copying
6. AOB

JA confirmed he only has a few more comments to consider/incorporate in the draft

JS mentioned comments from Neville Meek regarding the Cornish language – it was agreed that JS would ask JG to produce a list of Cornish names and their meanings to be incorporated in the Area Profile annex document

CH mentioned
a) Phone masts – he is aware that with 4G coming this could mean taller masts and feels should consider the impact. JS agreed to discuss with JC
b) That future projects should include guidance on ‘plan friendly’ behaviour. JS suggested wait until after the NPIER review

It was agreed that NPIER would be sent the pre-submission consultation draft so that the feedback can be incorporated with that received in the 6 week period
