2. Declarations of interest: None
3. Open period for members of the public to address the meeting:  None present
4. Minutes of meeting on 15th July 2016: Following unanimous approval the Minutes were signed by JA
5. Matters arising: 
· Action points – AG – Apologised for the continued delay in completing the letter. SW – Apologised that she had not yet started work on this task. JG offered to speak to the Householder Team again about having allocated officers for the Roseland and JA suggested that the MT could meet and talk to those selected.
6. Assessment of:
· PA16/06058 – 31 Gwarak Gwel an Mor, Portscatho TR2 5AF – Assessed by HH and DS. All agreed in conformity.
· PA16/05896 – Ansells, Rosevine, Portscatho TR2 5EW – Assessed by HH and GP (GP comments submitted by email) Most present had been involved in previous assessments of applications for this property. All agreed could commend the changes to include a hipped roof and the use of slate hanging but still not in conformity. Increased bulk inappropriate in this location and need to point out no precedent due to introduction of RNDP.
· PA16/06145 – Nansavallion, 29 Tredenham Road, St Mawes TR2 5AW – Assessed by GP (Submitted by email) and AG. All agreed extensions to house OK but have concerns over size and location of garage extension and need to ensure remains as a garage and not become an annex if approved.
· PA16/05640 – Polglaze Farm, Philleigh TR2 5NB – Assessed by DS and GP (Submitted by email) All agreed in conformity except for HO3 as policy states should include some Affordable Housing. It was agreed should suggest proposal assessed by Affordable Housing Team and if considered not suitable should request off site contribution.
· PA16/02025/PREAPP – The Cottage, Trethewell, St Just TR2 5JE – Assessed by JA and HH. All agreed there were concerns over the size and inappropriate design of both proposed options. Also concern over effect on the character of the hamlet so need input from Historic Environment Planning.
· PA16/06482 – Tre Pol Pen, Ruan High Lanes TR2 5LD – Assessed by DS and AG. All agreed in conformity but also agreed design was not sympathetic to existing dwelling.
· PA16/06248 – Summers, 4 Pedn Moran, St Mawes TR2 5BA – Assessed by AG and JA. All agreed to commend hipped roof and use of slate and stone but nearly doubling the size of the house and generally not in conformity.
7. AOB:

· HH mentioned an article in the West Briton regarding the Knightor vineyard near Portscatho which was advertising open days. SW explained that when she had approached Gerrans parish council regarding the PAG’s concerns over the change of use she was asked to ‘hold fire’ on contacting the Enforcement Team until an existing enforcement case regarding the same site had been resolved. It was agreed that SW should delay no longer and send a letter now.
· SW confirmed that there would be a meeting next week, 29th July, and that she would re-circulate the dates of meetings till the end of the year as some dates have had to be changed.
