1. Apologies received from: Ralph German and David Spreadborough                             

2. Declarations of interest: None

3. Open period for members of the public to address the meeting:  None present
4. Minutes of meeting 15th January 2016: Approval was proposed by BW and seconded by BC before signature by JA
5. Matters arising: SW confirmed that both the Action points following the last meeting had been implemented.

With reference to the criteria for Non material amendments distributed at the last meeting AG pointed out that there is no mention of the RNDP and JG pointed out there may be other planning documents which also need updating. JA agreed to raise this with Rob Lacey.
SW then gave updates on some previously assessed PAs – 
Watersmeet, St Mawes – both the PAG and parish council had queried both the amount of glazing and the increased volume but the planning officer believes both acceptable and approval has been given but subject to no future enlargement of external windows and doors.

Cove Cottage, St Mawes – both the PAG and parish council preferred the revised design for the doors but still felt the balcony too large – approved
Ansells, Rosevine – PreApp – parish council agreed with the PAG assessment of non-conformity. Advice given in well-reasoned letter suggesting applicant contacts both parish council and JG prior to submitting full application and consider reducing height and volume and reconsidering materials.

Cherry Tree Cottage, Veryan – after moving the Decision date many times from October 2015 to allow time for discussion the application has now been refused based mainly on the Historic Environment department reports.

GP enquired on progress with the Polsue Cottage, Ruan High Lanes application and JG explained that the Decision date had been moved to 19th February and that the applicants had offered to again reduce the height and footprint and he felt this may now be sufficient for approval.
HH enquired of progress with appeals but there have been no decisions as yet.
6. Assessment of:
· PA16/00225 – Highview, 40 Churchtown Road, Gerrans TR2 5DY – Assessors HH and JA - HH explained her assessment and it was agreed to update the letter sent to the parish council when they were approached by CAD ‘pre application’ to include a suggestion for an OSC and a condition regarding full time occupancy
· PA16/00421 – Penpol, St Just TR2 5JB – Assessors AG and GP – AG explained the application and her assessment and it was agreed to be in conformity
· PA16/00448 & PA16/00449 (listed building consent) – Beach Cottages, Portloe TR2 5QX – Assessors AG and GP – AG explained the application and her assessment – all agreed in conformity but should raise concern over adequate parking provision at the hotel.
· PA15/11974 – Smugglers Cottage, Philleigh TR2 5NG – Assessors JA and GP – JA suggested that the application should be considered in 2 parts – GP led the assessment of the new toilet and shower block proposal and all agreed that it was not in conformity mainly because of the location and if really needed would be better located within the existing building on site. JA then led the assessment of the change of use and all agreed replacement of the facility should have been considered but if to be residential, policy HO3 indicates should be affordable.
· PA16/00548 – Petersplosh, 7 Wellington Terrace, Portscatho TR2 5HN – the reviewers had been requested to consider whether the change was in fact ‘non material’ and after general discussion all agreed would be acceptable.
7. AOB –
AG enquired whether consideration was being given to the recently published proposed changes to the Cornwall Local Plan in relation to the RNDP. JA conformed that the MT would be reviewing the document and raising any concerns with Rob Lacey but would appreciate input from members of the group. There followed a discussion regarding the implications of new planning legislation on the RNDP.
DG enquired about the PAG’s position regarding the application for Polsue Cottage, Ruan High Lanes and JA explained that the group had assessed the application and submitted a letter regarding conformity but any subsequent discussions had been between the parish council, JG and the planning officer.
