5. Public Participation

6. Minutes of the Meeting on 20th November 2013
DHa proposed and SW seconded acceptance of the minutes as a correct record. This was approved unanimously. There were no matters arising.
7. Chair’s Report

This had been circulated before the meeting (copy appended). JS gave updates on 3 topics.
7.1 Q2 Update – Interest levels had been high: 742 returns to date. Many people have written pages of thoughtful comments. At an AONB meeting that JS had attended, our Questionnaire had been praised as being colourful, involving etc.
An interim analysis (the first 250 or so responses) of the data (from T Hedge) was presented by CH. He set out the general process we are going though (thanking SW and GW for their efforts), and showed typical graphical presentations of results and some specific ‘answers’.  There were many questions from the floor. There was considerable interest in our ability to analyse the data by age or by Parish. 

7.2 Meeting with Jo Widdecombe (20th January 2014) – postponed till we have a fuller understanding of the response from the public. 
7.3 Plan Process – JA gave a short summary of the forward approach FIRMLY based on consulting the public (and stakeholders) after every significant piece of work, respecting their views and acting on their opinions whenever we can (diagram appended).

CW – brought up the case recently of Mevagissey Council vs Cornwall Council. The judgement was that C Council had overstepped the mark as the site was in the AONB (which has a maximum development size of 10 units). JG stated that the AONB Management Plan could be a source of many policies useful to us (and the AONB should be able to provide assistance). He clarified the ‘10 unit rule’ – In Cornwall, any potential development of 10 units or over would trigger a higher level of scrutiny.   

Chair’s Report accepted unanimously (proposed/seconded  CW.RG).

8. Finance
This had been circulated before the meeting (copy appended). RG proposed and DJ seconded acceptance of the report and approval of payment of the sums involved. This was accepted unanimously.

JS raised the issue of fundraising. This might be needed but, first, we need to get a better understanding of our future spending commitments. Volunteers may be required. JS asked for people to consider helping in this regard. JG mentioned that businesses might contribute (but RG cautioned us about perception of partiality/strings/pay back) and that there could be money from the Community Chest.

9. Project Plan and Activity List
JG advised us to make full use of the resource available to us, organisations as well as members of the Community. He listed: Landscape – AONB, Cornwall Wildlife Trust, National Trust; Built Environment – Rob Lacey etc of Cornwall Council; Renewables, Economy, Jobs – JG.
JA presented the latest draft Project Plan (14.12.2013), emphasising (i) the step up of effort needed early in 2014; (ii) the key dates when decisions need to be made by the SG; (iii) the likely difficulty of meeting our target timelines.   He also said that future activity lists would be MUCH longer than we have been used to so far.
Query re: second home owners, in particular, getting on Electoral Roll. We need to be able to give advice. JG will provide contact information for JS.       

10. AOB
· CW – How many dropped in? JS - Only a few….Take it as positive…Q2 must have been clear.

· JG – Relatively limited numbers of 18-45 year olds seem to have responded (though the analysis is only partially complete). Could we 'get to them' through Social Clubs?

                                   CHAIRMANS REPORT 11 DECEMBER 2013

1. This report covers the period 12 November to 11 December 2013 inclusive.

2. During this period the management team met formally on three occasions: 26 November, and on the 2 and 9 December. 

3. The meeting on 26 November was held at Tedburn St Mary with Jo Widdecombe, her colleagues from Planning Aid, and the Management Team. Jon Smith, John Adams and Colin Hastings have been present at all meetings. In addition, the following Steering Group Members have attended the meetings held on 2 and 9 December: Sue Wagstaff and Graham Webb. David Hubbard, Brian Willis and Paul Mace have attended one meeting each. 

4. Roseland Online and Roseland Magazine. We have continued to place articles in the magazine with identical copy being placed on Roseland Online. Similar material was also circulated by email and put on Facebook.  

5. www.roselandplan.org Work continues to regularly update the site. 

6. “Questionnaire 2” has been the main focus of activity during the month. The forms are being processed on an ongoing basis and I will provide some information on the interim results of the questionnaire at the Steering Group meeting on 18 December.   

7. Consultancy. The Management Team will meet with Jo Widdecombe on 10 January to plan the training session for the Steering Group to be held on 20 January.     

8. Parish Council Meetings. The Chairman attended and made reports at the following Parish Council meetings: Veryan 18 November, Ruan Lanihorne 21 November, St Just-in-Roseland 2 December and Gerrans on 3 November. The reports were well received and there is nothing further to report.

9. The Chairman attended the Cornwall AONB meeting on 5 December and made a presentation to the delegates on the progress of the Roseland NDP. The meeting was useful as it allowed contact to be made with interested parties and stakeholders which should assist us as we move the plan forward.

10. Cornwall Council are consulting on renewable energy and we have been asked to provide comments and data from the consultations for the NDP for their consideration.

11. The focus of the Management Team is on ensuring the success of “Q2” and the analysis of the results, and planning the actions required to deliver the plan. We have updated the Project Plan to facilitate this, and we will present this for information only at the meeting on 18 December. We will need to discuss this further in the New Year once we have the benefit of further input from the Planning Aid consultants, can finalise the results from “Q2”, and have further clarification from Cornwall Council. 

12. Finally, on behalf of the Management Team I would like to take this opportunity to thank the Steering Group for their help and support over the last six months and wish you all a Merry Christmas and a Happy New Year.
